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Introduction
Research Problems and Relevance of the Topic.

This study was motivated by recent developments in copyright and
intellectual property legislation, particularly within the Georgian legal
order. It traces the evolution of Georgian law since independence,
examining legislative amendments, institutional formation, and the
introduction of registration systems. Although considerable progress
has been made, important shortcomings persist. Chief among them is
the need to refine legal mechanisms for the effective protection,
acquisition, and registration of copyright and other intellectual
property (IP) rights.

The framework for acquiring rights to both tangible and intangible
property in Georgia has undergone significant changes. The National
Agency of Public Registry now oversees the registration of property
rights, and significant reforms have enhanced both accuracy and
transparency. In parallel, Sakpatenti was established to administer IP
rights and is periodically harmonised with European Union standards
and international treaties.

Nevertheless, the Civil Code still contains editorial and terminological
inconsistencies that impede the effective protection of property rights.
Additional challenges arise in acquiring ownership of agricultural
land, including purchases by unscrupulous actors and the continuing
fragmentation of holdings, an issue familiar to many small-land states.

In the IP domain, the dissertation underscores the importance of
modern citation standards and identifies deficiencies that jeopardise
authors’ moral rights. Correct citation methodology, it argues, is
essential to safeguarding these rights across time and space.

Adopting an integrated approach to copyright and IP law, the work
combines literature review with doctrinal and practical analysis. Legal
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theory and practice are treated as mutually reinforcing; separating
them would, in the author’s view, diminish the integrity of the
research.

Research Goal and Objectives.

Using historical, comparative law, and hermeneutic methods, the
dissertation examines the concepts of property, ownership, and the
acquisition of rights. It proposes new definitions and offers
amendments to the Civil Code of Georgia. Specific problems and
solutions are presented for acquiring ownership of agricultural land
legally held by natural and legal persons. The research also explores
the use of geoinformation systems (GIS) and advocates for their
integration into Georgian educational institutions, state agencies, and
legislation. A comparative analysis of the procedures for obtaining
rights in real property and in IP objects reveals both convergences and
divergences, generating new knowledge for Georgian legal
scholarship.

Hypothesis.

Georgian private-law legislation—particularly the Civil Code—
contains substantive and terminological shortcomings that hinder the
coherent regulation of rights in both tangible and intangible assets.
Existing definitions of “property” and “ownership” in Georgian legal
literature require clarification. Refinement will reduce interpretive
ambiguity and enhance doctrinal precision, especially regarding the
acquisition of rights in real estate (notably land) and certain IP objects.
A critical evaluation of past reforms shows that current legislative and
scholarly concepts remain inadequate.

By conducting a comparative analysis and drawing on best practices,
this study identifies concrete legislative gaps and recommends reforms
to streamline the acquisition and registration of property and IP rights
while improving public accessibility. The findings should facilitate the
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correction of statutory inaccuracies, simplify land-registration
procedures, and strengthen the protection of lawful owners’ rights.

Methodology and research description

This doctoral research adopts an interdisciplinary approach,
combining several key methods to ensure a comprehensive analysis of
both theoretical and practical challenges in the regulation of property
and intellectual rights. The selected methods align with the research
goals and objectives and support a nuanced examination of the legal
mechanisms involved.

Hermeneutic Method:

This method is used for the content-based, structural, and linguistic
analysis of legal texts, particularly concerning the interpretation of
ownership, property, and the acquisition of rights. Its application is
especially relevant in light of the terminological and editorial
inconsistencies found in the Civil Code of Georgia, which often lead to
interpretive ambiguities and practical difficulties.

The historical method enables an exploration of the evolution of
property relations and property law, from ancient Roman law through
Georgian legal traditions to the modern era. This method provides a
contextual foundation for understanding current legal frameworks and
highlights the continuity and transformation of key legal concepts over
time.

Comparative Legal Analysis:

This approach compares Georgian civil law with legal systems in other
jurisdictions, focusing on both classical Roman doctrine and
contemporary European (especially German and French) legal
frameworks, as well as international norms. Such a comparison helps
identify legislative shortcomings and informs reform proposals.
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Analytical-Descriptive Method:

This method is employed to examine the classification of property
objects, the legal mechanisms for acquiring rights over them, and the
relevant registration procedures. It covers both immovable and
movable property, as well as intellectual property rights. Special
attention is given to legal and procedural issues related to Georgia’s
Public Registry and Sakpatenti.

A significant part of the research also investigates the legal and
practical dimensions of geographic information systems (GIS),
particularly in the context of real estate registration and boundary
determination. Incorporating GIS as a technological tool enhances the
accuracy, transparency, and efficiency of property registration and
cadastral processes.

Scientific literature review

Federal Administrative Court (Bundesverwaltungsgericht), 9
November 2021, Case Reference: 4 C 1.20

This German court decision is a valuable example of the relationship
between intellectual property and administrative law. This court
decision is used in the dissertation to discuss the international
comparison of legal principles.

Feist Publications, Inc. v. Rural Telephone Service Co., Inc. (1991)

This precedent from the US Supreme Court defines a cornerstone of
copyright protection, namely, content that does not meet a " minimum
level of creativity " and is therefore not subject to protection. This case
illustrates the clear definition of the boundaries of copyright and is
essential for dissertation research.

Bateman v. Mnemonics, Inc. (1996)

This precedent addresses the issues of contractual transfer of copyright
and the extension of ownership rights to technological products. It is
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important for the thesis because it provides an opportunity to consider
how copyright has entered technological fields and how intellectual
property principles operate in the digital age.

Star Athletica, LLC v. Varsity Brands, Inc. (2017)

In this case, the Supreme Court examines the conflict between
functionality and visibility in the intellectual property of designs. The
precedent is particularly relevant to the thesis because it reveals the
limits of property rights in the field of design.

A&M Records, Inc. v. Napster, Inc. (2001)

The court's precedent concerns the protection of intellectual property
rights in the digital environment and pays special attention to the
impact of "Peer-to-Peer" technologies on copyright. The decision of
this court in the dissertation is a valuable source for analyzing the
problematic features of the digital era and the need for property
protection.

Campbell v. Acuff-Rose Music, Inc. (1994)

In this case, the Supreme Court explains the principle of "Fair Use",
which is an important issue in the context of copyright protection. This
precedent is also valuable for a dissertation.

Research results, findings, and scientific judgment

The doctoral thesis involved a comprehensive study that allowed
the author to conduct a comprehensive assessment of the dogmatic
structure, legal regimes, and practical implementation of property
and intellectual rights. The study not only analyzed the existing
legislative framework but also identified a number of structural and
systemic shortcomings that need to be addressed to improve
property relations and ensure legal security.
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1. Editorial error in Article 7 of the Civil Code: It has been
established that the current edition incorrectly proposes a
classification of property objects from a terminological and logical
point of view, as a result of which material goods may be assigned
non-property value, which is legally incorrect. The edition
proposed by the author (material goods of property value and
intangible goods of property/non-property value) eliminates the
essential error and creates consistency with the content of the
author's new definition of property — “fruit of legal power”.

2. Dogmatic development of the concept of property:

The dissertation has developed a functionally balanced and
theoretically grounded definition of property, which combines
classical Roman-legal positions, Proudhon's critical vision, and
modern social function theory. Thus, an integrated definition of
property is presented as a legal-philosophical expression of legal
power.

3. Differentiation of intangible property goods: It is highlighted
that the current legislation fails to properly distinguish between
intellectual and intangible objects of commercial law. The author
argues that intellectual property should be defined as an object with
an ideal body, which should be systematically expressed in the
legislation.

4. Plant Variety Rights as a Separate Legal Institution: It has been
argued that plant variety rights are fundamentally different from
classical forms of industrial property and require separate legal
regulation. This approach is in line with international standards
(UPOV), which is supported by doctrinal and practical arguments.

5. Legal qualification of mechanical vehicles: The paper confirms
that the aforementioned objects are excluded from the legal regime
of movable property not only due to their natural characteristics,
but also due to their normative categorization. The author's
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position is that such objects should be subject to a special legal
regime, outside the scope of separate civil law mechanisms.

6. Obligation to use land for its intended purpose: The dissertation
argues that the legal regulation of the obligation of the owner to
use it for its intended purpose should be strengthened by
introducing positive obligations. A systematic review of
administrative and criminal regulations is proposed and the
restoration and harmonization of special norms recommended as a
result of their study with European practice is recommended.

7. The role of geospatial data in property registration: The paper
presents the lack of accuracy of household registers as one of the
main obstacles to the principle of property stability and publicity.

8. Modernization of the concept of property (Article 147): The
conclusion formulates a new definition of property, which
systematically corresponds to the modern socio-functional context
of property and creates a unified theoretical and practical
framework for the interpretation of legislation.

Final assessment: The main findings of the work are not limited to
criticism of the current situation; they are based on a constructive
vision aimed at deepening the dogma of private law and the
development of legal institutions. The dissertation's approach is
distinguished by both the depth of theoretical argumentation and
the scientific analysis of practical problems, which gives the
research high scientific and practical value.

Conclusion/Recommendations

The doctoral thesis will be conducted from 2021 to 2024. From
September to November 2022, the research was conducted in
Hungary, at Eotvés Lordnd State University, the Hungarian
Parliament, the Péter Pdzmdny Catholic University, and the
Hungarian Chamber of Notaries; from February to April 2023, at
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the Department of Law, Jan Comenius State University, Slovakia;
and from September to November 2024, at Brigham Young
University and Notre Dame University in the USA.

The results of the dissertation research conducted allowed me to
present the following conclusions, which are in line with the goals and
objectives of this dissertation and are consistent with the stated
hypothesis.

1. The text of Article 7 of the Civil Code of Georgia: “The object
of a private legal relationship may be a tangible or intangible
good of property or non-property value that has not been
withdrawn from circulation by the procedure established by
law” is editorially inaccurate, as it fails to convey The implied
content, which Georgian scholars unambiguously explain in
the literature, including in the commentaries and textbooks of
the Civil Code. The text reads as if a material good, that is, a
tangible thing, can also be of non-property value, which is
impossible. Therefore, the text needs to be clarified in terms
of content and replaced with the following: “A private legal
object can be a material good of property value and an
intangible good of property or non-property value, which has
not been withdrawn from circulation by the procedure
established by law.”

2. By comparing the concepts of property with the views of
scholars from different eras, the paper proposes a new
definition that can more accurately convey the general
content of property and enrich Georgian legal literature:
namely, "property is the fruit of legal power, which includes
material and immaterial goods."

3. To maintain the unity of terminology with the special law,
namely the Law of Georgia “On Design”, it is advisable to
replace the term “industrial design” in Article 1100 of the
Civil Code, Chapter 2, “Industrial Property” with the term
“design”.
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In general, property rights are legal rights that give a person
the ability to dispose of something. A thing can be material:
immovable and movable objects, and the rights and claims
associated with them.

Based on a comparison with modern theories of property
rights, the dissertation's definition has been developed:
"Property is a right that is expressed in a unilateral or bilateral
transaction by the owner's corresponding actions about the
object of property and the persons involved in the
relationship."

The legal basis for registering land rights in Georgia does not
meet modern legal standards; documents establishing
ownership rights, such as household records, are incompatible
with current geospatial data.

For the first time, the results of land reforms since Georgia's
independence are discussed by studying data from the
National Agency of Public Registry.

The role of the "Authorized User" institution of the National
Agency of Public Registry in the decentralization of the
country's registration system by ensuring the balance of
delegated powers between public and private law legal
entities was highlighted.

The importance of involving the surveyor and his role in the
land registration process was highlighted. For the first time,
attention was drawn to the need for legislative regulation of
surveying activities in Georgia.

The state of land privatization and reprivatization, along with
the legal aspects of land consolidation, is investigated and
presented as a problem in the Georgian legal order. The
research shows that fragmented land ownership is an obstacle

to the development of agriculture and deprives owners of the
opportunity to use the social function of land, which is a result
of the land distribution policy of the post-Soviet era. As a
result, reprivatization and the creation of land councils are
advisable in order to facilitate land consolidation.

In order to present new views in Georgian scientific literature,
the paper describes the legal features of changing land use, i.e.,
the purpose of land, and the ways in which foreign citizens
can acquire ownership of agricultural land.

For the first time, the role of geoinformation systems is
discussed and their integration into Georgian legislation is
recommended, as the great role of geoinformation systems in
ensuring the accuracy of cadastral survey drawings during
land registration is noteworthy, which protects the owner's
rights and creates the basis for the coincidence of legal and
factual data.

It is advisable to establish a legislative provision that, upon
"recognition" of ownership of an agricultural plot, the owner
of the plot should be restricted from alienating it for 10 years,
and the law should establish that the plot should be used for
its intended purpose.

In the trademark registration process, it is necessary to ensure
the applicant's right to reply, strengthen the independence of
the Board of Appeal's activities, and abolish unfair fees for the
appeal process, which will create a legally fair and consumer-
oriented approach.

The study identifies and addresses legal gaps related to property
relations in the jurisdiction of Georgia, which concern the right to
ownership, registration of real estate, in particular, land, and some
issues of non-proprietary law, intangible property rights, in particular,
intellectual property rights, in the context of obtaining rights. The
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proposed recommendations and dissertation definitions aim to
improve the legal situation, ensure the protection of the legitimate
interests of owners, and develop a comprehensive legal order that
complies with modern requirements. This study has taken an
important theoretical and practical step.
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
