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Summary

The paper discusses the process of pseudo-deglobalization, the basis of which was laid by the COVID-19
pandemic. The idea is being developed that deglobalization is impossible in principle. The paper shows how
hyperglobalization was replaced by rapid globalization during the COVID-19 pandemic. The latter has turned
into confrontational globalization as a result of Russia’s war in Ukraine and the economic sanctions imposed by
the West on Russia. The pandemic and the war brought to the fore the problem of economic security, on the
basis of which the paper develops the opinion that globalization in the future will be formed taking into account
economic security. The challenges of the Georgian economy are directly related to global economic threats. The
most important challenge for the Georgian economy is the “Middle Corridor” project, which provides a real
opportunity to turn the transport corridor passing through Georgia into an economic corridor.
