improve the effectiveness of anti-corruption agencies in Poland.
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Shadow Banking and Its Impact on Financial Stability in Emerging Economies?

The study found that the Constitution of Georgia has certain problems of precision and
ambiguity in the provisions on restricting human rights during a state of emergency. It also revealed that
in Georgian practice, the declaration of a state of emergency is often accompanied by the restriction of
human rights, which requires stricter control and balance between state interests and human rights. The
study also shows that the state of emergency declared in Georgia during the COVID-19 pandemic revealed

certain weaknesses in the constitutional framework.
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Legal Regulation of the Principle of Prohibition of Forced Labor and Existing Exceptions

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Compliance of Georgia’s Legal Framework Against Migrant Smuggling with International Law
Standards

combat migrant smuggling, including adopting relevant legislation, establishing an inter-agency
coordination council and strengthening cooperation with international partners. However, the study also
highlights certain challenges, such as the need to improve the border management system, prioritize the
fight against migrant smuggling at the state level, and strengthen victim protection mechanisms. The

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The Institute of the Reserve Judge in Georgia and Existing Challenges

This poses a threat to the protection of the
principle of a fair trial. The paper also discusses the practice of the Constitutional Court of Georgia and
notes that despite the existing problems, the Constitutional Court has not yet repealed the disputed norm.
The final part of the study presents proposals for eliminating legislative shortcomings and more effectively

protecting the principle of a fair trial.
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The Right to a Fair Trial as a Mechanism of Legal Protection of an Individual in the Law of
Fundamental Human Rights and Freedoms and Its Role in Georgian and International
Legislation

This issue is particularly relevant in the case of Georgia, as recent practices
have been characterized by politically significant cases. The Constitutional Court must maintain a fair
balance, ensuring that, on the one hand, its decisions are not based on expediency, and on the other
hand, it does not avoid exercising its function under the formal pretext that its verdicts may influence
political processes. The aim of this paper is to determine the role of the Constitutional Court in the

political sphere, assess the risks associated with this process, and identify solutions to the problem.

implications for the prospects for peacebuilding.

examples in the form of lawsuits,which is an indication that the issue in civil turnover is relevant. Due
to the complexity and urgency of the issue, the object of our research is the problem of the necessary
path in the commercial law.

With the construction of the necessary road, the legislator introduced a control mechanism that, in
cases of urgent necessity, can be used by the owner of an isolated plot of land to ensure the connection
of the plot of land with necessary communications. The purpose of the scientific research is to
determine the legal prerequisites for the necessary connection of the land plot with public roads, to
investigate and analyze the legal practice related to the easement and the necessary road, and a number
of other issues.
