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Mass media, as a means to achieve a political goal in the information society (on the example of Georgia).
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Abstract

The actuality of the research. The main research object of our thesis is "Mass media as the means of achieving
political goals in the information society (on the example of Georgia)'. An important problem of political
philosophy is the principle of political thinking of a person, from this point of view, one of the important
aspects of political thinking is thinking with icons and iconic signs, which is the essential axis of our research.
The topic is relevant to the extent that the complex problem of research architectonics, which finds expression
in the system of mass media and political iconography, becomes visible in the research process. Therefore, the
concepts of mass media, information society and political goals are connected to each other, which manifest their
systemic unity in political action and thinking. Political thought is always and every minute a goal- oriented
action (Max Weber). But it should be noted that the specifics of political thinking require special types of
assumptions. In particular, it is related to a specific component of religious thinking - iconographic thinking
(thinking with icons). But, from our point of view, the transformation of religious iconography into political
iconography, where the religious icon is replaced by the icon of a political event, is characteristic of political
thinking. In the context of society, political iconography is mass reproduced by the technical means of media
(Walter Benjamin), therefore political iconography tries to replace religious iconography. Using the universal
discourse, narrative and at the same time political iconography based on the religious iconography of the Georgian
society, due to the practice of making politicians as icons and saviours, the topic is highly relevant for political
thought and political philosophy. In addition, during the process of our project, several problems related to the
phenomenon of political thought were identified. That is why, based on the phenomenalprinciples of political
thinking, the need to study thinking with iconographic principles arose in the research process. Taking this into
account, one of the important components of the thesis is the use of the methodological apparatus of iconographic
analysis. The second component is sociological field work that studiespublic attitudes. A majority of 500
respondents surveyed in a quantitative field study prefer a political leader whose political iconography is based
on the Christian faith. It was the principle of hidden polling, where the aim of the research was to see how the
iconographic structure affects the achievement of a political goal. Onthe basis of the conducted research, we
understood the importance of the iconographic image of the political leader desired by the society and how it
affects the means of achieving political goals. The main political product in politics are those politicians who
create themselves for a specific society, and society's demand for politicians increases when it gets to know them
properly. Considering all this, in the modern world, it is very important for politics or politicians to create/form
their own political iconography. It is widely known that various forms and means of mass communication -
personal, social, visual, rhetorical, audio, television, etc. are used to get the desired influence on the society.
However, their use without creating an iconographic face from politicians is not productive. The narrative of
politicians' political iconography reaches and in many cases remains in the public memory. To a certain extent,
this is what determines the public's decision to support the politician who is the hero of the political iconography
that is better suited to the narrative, wisdom and general discourse of this or that society. Like other nations and
societies of the world, the creation of a political icon from a politician is a relevant topic in Georgia today,
which once again emphasizes the relevance of ourresearch topic. Therefore, in the process of the research
carried out by us, the ethical norms and research principles were fully protected in relation to the research
subjects. Along with this, research ethics is fully consistent with the research objective of the dissertation. The
relevance of the thesis is that the iconographic analysis of the achievement of the political goal with this
methodology has not been done in Georgia yet.

Objective of the research. The purpose of the study is to decipher the encoding - decoding structure of the
mechanism of receiving information with political content on the basis of Georgian political iconography. On
the basis of which it will be determined how political agents and media create content (coding - creation of
political iconography), and how Georgian society reacts to this iconography (decoding). On this basis, it will be
analyzed how political decisions and pre-election moods are constructed in the Georgian society by means of the
media. We believe that analyzing political iconography is one issue, and how political decisions and pre- election
moods in Georgian society are constructed through the media on the basis of iconography is another important
issue.
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It should be noted that the iconographic icons studied by us are analyzed in the process of direct observation of
political events. The intended context of the research requires iconographic analysis. First of all, we take into
account the great tradition of analytical philosophy in political philosophy, which is engaged in the analysis of
political expressions and content, but our interest is speech with political icons, in which the verbal content of
the political goal is not expressed, but its content is perceived on a psycho-emotional level in a non-verbal way.
The research of this issue is carried out by us in the iconographic analysis of Georgian political thought. We
follow the iconographic analysis methodology developed by Stewart Hall and Groys to achieve this goal. Also,
our goal is to determine, on the basis of the conducted research, how political goals can be achieved through mass
media in the information society. On the basis of the analysis of the media report of Georgia, whether the media
create a special opinion for the achievement of a political goal or not. Communicative integration of world society
is possible only through mass media or not. How ideas and ideologies lead people to the conceptof religion and
how ideology is equated with religion. Before the media appeared in people's lives, what methodwas used to
create political-iconographic icons and symbols? Both in Georgia and in foreign countries, is the creation of an
iconographic icon of a politician almost similar to the structure of a religious icon? What kind of history does the
hero's narrative have in Georgian and foreign cultures? Lack of funds for independent media can lead to an
alliance with one or another political or business group. Harmonization of media and media workers with the
agenda of political groups, is it part of democracy and what is the difference between agenda and freedom of
speech.

Tasks of research. Based on the set goal, the tasks of the research are:
v Based on the results of the field work, the study of pre-election moods of the Georgian society;
v" Study of political iconography in the Georgian media space;

v" Studying the existing iconographies in Georgian politics and determining the response of Georgian
society to political iconographic icons;

v Analyzing the iconographic icon coded by the media and the behaviour of its perceivers (de-
coders);

v Showing the ways of achieving a political goal as a result of political - iconographic icons;

v" A study of mass communications, iconography and intercommunication policy and their
determination strategy of creating political icons and heroes in the information society.

The hypothesis. The hypothesis of the research topic is: to achieve a political goal, political agents use the
mechanism of mass media reproduction through iconography (icons, phrases, associations, melodies, etc.),
namely, to influence mass consciousness in order to gain official and political hegemony. An iconographic icon
can be created/used at a specific time specifically for specific conductors. In this process, the perceiver is
simultaneously created and used. From this point of view, a universal principle is established in the hypothesis,
which functions in all modern societies. In particular, it is a symbolic iconography of the fight against evil and
victory. —Based on the Georgian cultural experience, political agents use politically transformed Christian
iconography to achieve political goals.
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Review of the literature

In order to confirm the great importance of media permeability in the information field, we used materials
from the study of Bakradze L., Danelia N., Toria Z., Keshelashvili A., Tsomaia T. 2008. Research: coverage of
the war between Russia and Georgia in foreign media. Tbilisi. The research is one of the lecture courses of the
Institute of Public Affairs, The research is conducted on the ongoing information war during the Russia- Georgia
war, and foreign media are reviewed. In this study, mass media is presented as the main conduit of information
and mediator of the messages of the current situation in the political field to the public opinion. Also, in order to
reveal the effects on people's general informational perception, from our side, special attention was paid to the
work Benjamin V., 2013. The work of art in the era of its technical reproducibility. Tbilisi: non- commercial
publishing house "Saga".Benjamin suggests the possibility of a communist transformation of society based on such
technological developments as the establishment of cinema as a mass medium. The shifts he describes in art and
society as a whole, which he focuses on the concept of aura and analyzes its loss as a resultof technical
reproduction of works, are more evident today. A work of art has historically been de- authenticated by means
of its technical reproduction, Benjamin writes. Instead, it gained a new form of reception. It became accessible to
a mass audience, at the same time it acquired a documentary character. Benjamin points to the connection that a
work of art must be a disruptive expression of social relations, and therefore of historical time, if it is to contain
the truth about humanity's entanglement in the context of crime. It should be noted that it is possible to influence
people with works of art, as a public, also in the process of political decision. It is interesting for us to analyze
the mass media contents, of which the cinema is a part, or the art products in the cinema itself. In order to
present the political iconography in the paper, it was necessary to study the biographies of various political
figures, one of the mentioned biographies is Berdzenishvili G., 2006. Stalin - the God of permanent victories.
Gori National Library of the Parliament of Georgia. Givi Berdzenishvili's book on Stalin, as he says, "A True
Biography," makes a great impression, primarily because it isbased on documentary materials and is a thorough
study of the most important stages of the life of Joseph Bessarion's son Stalin. Based on the materials in the book,
in addition to the biography, the public discourses surrounding Stalin as a person inaccessible to the public are
presented. In order to establish the role of mass media in influencing Georgian public opinion, we considered it
appropriate to use the research Bokeria G., Targamadze G., Ramishvili L., 1997. Georgia of the 90s - a step towards
freedom. The United Nations Development Programme. In the guide, the authors have explored the development
trends, challenges and problems of the Georgian media from the 90s to the present day, there are also
substantiated examples of pressure from the government on the media, which is important for the study of the
information field, because the information field determines the prerequisites for analyzing the political field. In
the course of the research, it became necessary to study the state of the media market, both in Georgia and in
other countries, one of the necessary literatures for analyzing the state of the media market is Tsiskarishvili O.,
2014. Elements of coverage of social issues in the media. Tbilisi: Universal. The author substantiates the need to
respect the code of journalistic ethics in journalism, discusses a foreign example on the behaviour of journalists
with respondents and the rights of respondents in general, and the need to have any punitive measures in case of
distortion of the story. With the mentioned materials, we are given the opportunity to determine what healthy
competitive election campaigns can be. Translation of one of the above-mentioned biographies by Dalai Lama
Menabde N. 2013. Dalai Lama., (autobiography) Tbilisi: Georgian Biographical Centre. The book is
autobiographical and the Dalai Lama just like a simple monk offers the reader the story of his life, however, this
book is not about Buddhism at all. The author has two main reasons for this: firstly, more and more people show
interest in learning about the Dalai Lama; secondly, the author wants to tell you about certain historical events
as a direct witness. That is why we considered it appropriate to use this book for the study of political-
iconographic icons. Darsavelidze M., Vekua M. is one of the necessary literature for analyzing the state of the
media market. -.......

2013. Journalism. Tbilisi: GTSU. As a result of the authors' research, the manual describes the stages ofjournalism
development, the development of the press, visual journalism, photo journalism, radio journalism, etc. It is also
analyzed in the book the world media industry and the process of globalization of mass media, which provides
information about the information field in the world and the access to the media of the information society in
this field. One of the above-mentioned biographies is Daushvili A., 2017. Lenin. Tbilisi: Palitra.
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The book is about Lenin and the revolution he organized, but how? By what methods? By what means with
whose help with what results?

In the literature, there
are examples of media outlet hierarchical structures and at the same time the process offorming a media
management team, which is very important for media outlets. The book, to a large extent, aimsto identify the
feedback loops, present or absent, in the information field that determine the state of the political field. Also,
one of the necessary literature for analyzing the state of the media market is Imnaishvili N. 2009. Effective
Management and PR in Radio and Television. Tbilisi: published at the expense of the author. Inthe textbook, the
author substantiates the strong influence of the media on the society, at the same time, the attention is focused
on the great importance of the media in creating the image of politicians. We believe that the formation of a
political image in human perceptions depends on people's culture and religion, therefore, in the work we used
studies in which the process of forming a religious-cultural-psychological perception is analyzed, and one of the
mentioned studies is Jung KG, Psychology and Religion Answer to Iob. Diogene. The author's intention seems to
have been that representatives of the natural sciences, philosophy and otherbranches of science would be able to
discuss religion. What can psychology tell us about religion? Religion, without a doubt, is one of the oldest and
universal expressions of the human spirit, therefore the field of psychology itself, which studies the psychological
structure of a person, cannot ignore the fact that religion is not only a sociological and historical phenomenon,
but also very important for many people personally. That's why we used the guide to research the opinions of the
community. With the mentioned literature, it is possibleto present the transformation of religious signs or
representations in political opinions. To present the process offormation of religious-cultural-psychological
knowledge, one of the above-mentioned studies is Freud Z., 2014. Psychoanalysis.Tbilisi: Novelty. The author's
goal is to shed at least a little light on what kind of conflict exists between practical psychology and religion. The
first chapter of the book is a sort of introduction to practical psychology and its relation to religion. The second
chapter examines the facts that prove the existence of a religious function in the unconscious. And in the third
chapter - the religious symbolism of unconscious processes. The publication allows us to get acquainted with the
interesting theory and practice of psychoanalysis in our native language. Of course, certain aspects of the
scientific direction of different orientations are critical towards the psychoanalytical solution of known problems,
but it is also worth noting that the psychoanalytical theory has some help in analyzing the problem of human
existence. In the present collection, there are translations of some of those works, which, we think, best answer
the purpose - to enable awide circle of readers to get acquainted with the theory and applied aspect of
psychoanalysis {psychotherapy}, the history of the emergence of psychoanalysis and its somewhat final formation.

However, it can be said that it depends on the art of oratory to facilitate
the effective transmission of messages by individuals or interest groups to the public through verbal
communication. There are states where political ideologies are of great importance for political PR, because all
kinds of marketing packaging of political products: Images, expressions, body language depend on the cultural
sense of the society with ideologies adapted, therefore, the work of M. Gogatishvili became important for us in
the research process. 2003. Lectures in the Theory of Political Government. Tbilisi. The course of lectures in the
theory of political power tells us about such basic categories for political science as: government and its
relationship with political theory.
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The purpose of the book is to present the essential features of power as nebulous social relations defined by power

and authority, persuasion and coercion, control and domination, power and influence, political power and
statehood. When discussing political power, the author primarily deals with such aspects as management and
influence; Politics is considered as an attempt to realize various parties and public interests in the unified
management system of the state structure. Attention is also paid to the fact that governance and power are not
equated with each other. The political ideologies discussed in the book are also important for us, because it is
through ideology that the electorates on the electoral field are influenced, and the main goal of influence is to
convince the voter, because power requires managing the society with the agenda that constantly convinces the
uniqueness of the political authority. To present the process of formation of religious-cultural-psychological
knowledge, which is accompanied by iconic signs, which is qualitatively manifested through art, one of the
studies necessary to judge these issues is Grois B., 2014. Essays. Ilia State University. In the book, the author
discusses art as a means of political propaganda and iconographies and political icons that have a great impact on
societies. For example, modern revolutionary or at least totalitarian regimes and movements aim for a balance of
power, but believe that it can only be achieved through permanent struggle, conflict and war. Art, which serves
such a dynamic and revolutionary balance of forces, inevitably acquires the appearance of politicalpropaganda.
Such art does not believe in the role of a representative of power and is directly involved in the struggle for it, as
it believes that only in this way can the true balance of power manifest itself. It must be acknowledged here that
the essays collected in this book aim to prepare the ground for a certain balance in the contemporary art world -
a balance that will free up space for art that functions as political propaganda. Under the conditions of modernity,
a work of art is created and delivered to society in two ways: as a product or as a tool of political propaganda. We
can say that both are created in roughly equal numbers, but based on the current state of the art space, the first
receives much more attention than the second. Art becomes politically effective only when it is created outside
or outside the market, in the context of direct political propaganda.This was the case in the former socialist
countries. As contemporary examples, we can call Islamist videos or posters of anti-globalist movements. It is true
that this type of art is supported by the financial support of the government or various political or religious
movements, but their production, categorization and distribution are not subject to market logic. Such works of
art are not products. Especially in the Soviet-type socialist economy, where the market does not exist at all. These
works are created not for the consumer who must buy them, but for the masses who must absorb them and share
their ideological content. Political-marketing studies are extremely important for determining the public's taste,
their previous and future attitudes about a political issue or a political product, so we used Janet Butolph Johnson,
H.T. Reynolds, and Jason D. with Maikoff. 2013. Research methods in political science. Ilia State University. The
purpose of the book is to illustrate key aspects ofthe research process and to show that policy researchers can
generate valuable knowledge about important political events using the very methods the authors describe in this
book.

Niklas Luhmann
offers the following definition of society in his work: society is a social system of all communicatively accessible
feelings and actions. The social system of society consists of communication processes, and its changes depend on
changes in the types of communication.

Based on the material in the book, it is possible to reveal how individuals can create a new agenda in the political
field. Makharadze I., 2006 is one of the necessary literature for analyzing the state of the media market. Principles
of democracy in modern media. Tbilisi: Quality Management University. The textbook is intended for students
of the Faculty of Journalism and mainly focuses on journalism and the art of interviewing, although there are
given interesting examples of foreign media and, in particular, there is discussed the American model of media.

According to the author, many
people helped in publishing this book, starting from Moscow, St. Petersburg and Tbilisi, ending with Rostov-on-

Also, based on biographical
data, the influence of works of art on societies is presented in the book. One of the above- mentioned biographies
is Robakidze G., 2015. Lenin, Stalin, Hitler, Mussolini. "Artanuji".The book is about political leaders, which
describes, in addition to the biography, information about how their political- iconographic icons were created
in public opinion. The author analyzes the political face of each of them as image-unattainable and presents the
ritual attitudes of the society towards them. To show that the mass media is the best way to inspire political
decisions, we used the research of Sharashenidze T. 2013. History of Diplomacy. XIX century. Tbilisi: Bakur
Sulakauri. The textbook is about the diplomacy of the 19th century, it interestingly describes the political
intrigues and negotiations of the 19th century. Which shows the importance of mass media in the modern world
to achieve political goals. One of the above-mentionedbiographies is Tevzadze N., 2018. Adolf Hitler. Tbilisi:
Palitra. The main character discussed in the book is AdolfHitler - the biggest criminal in the history of mankind,
a man who preached the theory of racial superiority of the Germans on the corpses of people. Who was Hitler?
How did this mad fanatic get into power in the countryof Goethe and Schiller?! How regular was the collapse
of both the Third Reich and Hitlerism as an ideology? The aim of this paper is to answer these questions. People's
unusual and ritual attitude towards Hitler is also interesting. Along with the study of the media market, we
considered it necessary to analyze the political market and its importance, so we used the work of Weber M.,
1994. Politics as a vocation and craft. Translated from German by Giorgi Baramidze. Tbilisi: Goni. The essay tells
about politics and the purpose of a politician, itis intended for politicians, political scientists and a wide circle of
people interested in politics in general. Whatis important to us is the extent to which politicians and political
groups create agendas, whose political agendas often coincide with the agendas of the mass media, which
themselves determine the agendas of societies. The formation of human knowledge and the subsequent creation
of universal discourses depends on information about societies, so we considered the research Zakaraya D., 2006.

The permeability of political messages to the public depends on specific political systems, because there may be
a need for messages in both democratic and governmental hegemony conditions, so our attention was drawn to
the work of Mills C. Wright.

Mills suggests that the American doctrine of the balance of power shows less strength today than it did in the
past. Historically in the West, the means of violence have greatly increased, the degree of organization has
expanded and even become more effective, according to Mills, there is elite power in modern society. The elite
command the resources of vast bureaucratic organizations and dominate industrial society.

To the extent that bureaucracies are centralized and expanded, and the circle that governs these organizations
has narrowed, so the specific share of the consequences of their decisions has greatly increased. According to
Mills, the power of elites is embodied by key officials in the three main institutions of modern society: economy,
government, military. Within the bureaucracy, mainly the elite occupies leading positions, in which they
currently dominate in modern society - positions in which effective means of power are currently placed. Thus,
their power is rooted in authority—as attributes of social organization—not in individuals. The bureaucracy of
the state, corporations, and the military expanded and became centralized and became a means of power that has
never been seen before in human history. These hierarchies of power are key to modern industrial society. It is
possible to say that the formation of cultures depends on information messages, and we also believe that culture
cannot be innate and is acquired, which is facilitated by literature, art, music, the flow of information that people
meet on the way of life, so we found the work of Olesen T. 2015 interesting.

The research is based on historical, comparative, secondary,
discourse analysis, sociological, coding-decoding and iconographic analysis methods. The method of historical
analysis - was used to study certain historical stages and periods of the development of relations between foreign
and Georgian media and politics. Because if in the early centuries political images were created through literature,
song and images to which the public had informational access, now in the world of modern visual perception all
these functions have been enhanced and integrated by the media to which the public has great access, which
determines its great influence on the public narrative and perceptions. The method of comparative analysis - was
used to study the specifics of different media (forms, methods and approaches) and itwas compared with Georgian
media. [ also analyzed the images of politicians as individuals and as already political-iconographic icons. Also,
based on comparative analysis, I researched the ways and methods of transformation of Christian iconographic
icons in politics.

The method of secondary analysis of the research - the results obtained by other scientists are used in the
research: statistics, numbers, research results and opinions, in particular, the works of Boris Groys, Max Weber,
Antonio Gramsci, Romano Guardini, Niklas Luhmann, Carl Jung, Sigmund Freud and others as a source level,
as well as scientists working abroad. Discourse analysis - the research analyzes the existing discourses in Georgia
and, in general, how the discourses of power are formed by the media and authorities. In general, the government
will be understood as a fact, as a research variable, insofar as it constitutes a discourse of power. From here, based
on the analysis of the media discourses, we eliminated the strategies of creating special thought
modules/knowledges for the generation of "formal - true expressions" of the language, which have the function
of social coercion. We assume that language itself possesses its autonomous authority in the form of discourse in
the form of formalized utterances. It is media "discourse power" that manifests itself as an all- encompassing
tyranny expressed within the framework of common thought, words, logical operations, "repetitive steadiness”
and authoritative assertions.

Sociological studies - quantitative research N1; In order to study the Georgian media space, I conducted a survey
among the top managers of media outlets in Georgia. The coding questionnaire includes up to fifty questions. The
coding questionnaire includes up to fifty questions.

Also, attention is mainly given to the study of the structure of influence of politically active
accents and the involvement of politics in the modern, informational society. Therefore, in the dissertation,
attention is paid to the methodology of forming political behaviour, the principles of belief and behaviour of
politically active agents, and the political-iconographic structure. Based on the above, attention is paid to
traditional church iconography and its transformation into political iconography.
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Results of the research

Research of the Georgian media space

We interviewed the top managers of 49 media outlets in the Georgian media space, who were able to give several
answers to one question, therefore, non-standard percentages are allowed in several questions of the quantitative
research when answering the questions.

As a result of the conducted research, there were interviewed 49 top managers of radio, television, print media
and Internet media on the Georgian media market. Based on the results of the research, the majority of
interviewed managers believe that the modern media business is television, followed by the Internet with a small
difference (see N1 research question Al), which means that at this stage, as a media business, the Internet media
occupies the second solid position compared to other media, and in the perspective and based on the latest data,
research and information, it will undoubtedly be the leading media outlet. All of this is demonstrated by the fact
that, according to managers, the Internet has a great influence on the success and promotion of radio, television,
print media or the media product they create. Currently, most of the companies on the Georgian market or their
media products have their own channels on the Internet. (See N1 Research Question R22) Regarding the social
impact despite the fact that the Internet maintains the second position, television leads by a large margin (see N1
research question A2) the reason for which is relatively less access to the Internet by Georgian society, which is
confirmed by my telephone survey of various Among the age group (diagram 2.), where people over 35 years of
age of the Georgian population have very low access to the Internet. Georgian consumers use media mainly to get
news and for entertainment. (See N1 research question A3) It is significant and problematic, although it is real
that if the success of media outlets in developed countries is determined by the correct company management
and quality product, the success or failure of Georgian media outlets, according to Georgian top managers, is
influenced by the political situation. (See N1 research question A4) As a result of the research, "Rustavi2”, "Imedi"
and "Gidies" were named as successful television stations on the media market (see N1 research question A5),
although it is widely known that these televisions do not function only for media business activities and they are
media outlets under the influence of political groups. That is why it can be said that there is no successful media
outlet on the Georgian media market only with its content and income from advertising. As for advertising and
its customers, which media they advertise in is influenced both by the previous government and, to a lesser
extent, by the new government (see N1 research questions B3 and B4). Also important is the complete mistrust
of Georgian media managers towards rating companies (see N1 research question R15). This fact is significant
because advertisers determine the placement of advertisements in the market based on ratings (see N1 research
question R13). And media outlets have their main income from advertising (see N1 research question B2). From
the results of the research, it can be seen that the only Georgian site in the online business attracts the attention
of the user - "Myvideo", in the rest of the cases, the Georgian user's finances flow to foreign sites. (See N1 research
question A7). According to the media managers, if the money paid by local users for online business remained in
the Georgian market, it wouldcontribute to the development of Georgian online business (see N1 research
question R2). Georgian topmanagers in media companies give preference to highly qualified personnel and
consider it important to create the necessary conditions for qualified personnel (see research questions B5 and
B6), However, there is a trade union that guarantees and protects the rights of people employed both in Georgia
and in foreign countries, which does not exist in any Georgian media outlet (see N1 research question B7).
Although the majority of managers consider its existence necessary (see N1 research question BY). In addition to
the protection of the rights of people employed in the media, the presence of trade unions in media outlets is
important for the development of media business, because the majority of top managers consider the outflow of
qualified personnel from the company as one of the main problems (see N1 research question B10), Which is bad
for the development of the media business, because it takes at least 1 or 2 years for an intern to become a qualified
staff (see N1 research question B11).
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Also, if we take into account that average salaries in media outlets are between 500 - 1000 and 1000 - 1500 GEL
(see NI research question B17), it costs a manager more to pay an intern for 2 years than to create proper
conditions for a qualified staff. As a business, media in Georgia is somewhat associated with risks, and these risks
are mainly determined by the political environment and unstable economic situation (see N1 research questions
B15 and B16). There are no risks associated with the consumer, because determining the taste of the Georgian
consumer does not require much research, and their interest is mainly caused by family scandals of famous people
seen on television (see N1 research question R9), As a business, it is profitable for companies and it does not cost
much to produce relevant content, although it is problematic for the development of society, because Georgian
media, according to the results of the research, has a great influence on society (see N1 research question R9),
which cannot receive cognitive information in any Georgian media outlet, however, from the point of view of
business, media companies will receive a big loss if they focus on those programs that are good for the
development of society, but the majority of users do not watch. For the development of Georgian media, it can
be positively evaluated that the majority of media managers give preference to products made in the local market
(see N1 research question R5). Because this leads to the stay of finance in the local market, as well as the growth
of Georgian professional staff in the media. According to top managers, the mediain Georgia is the best way to
achieve a political goal, and this is considered a common phenomenon in developed countries as well. (See N1
Research Question E2). As a result of a 2011 survey by Transparency International, on how often the population
uses the Internet, the following picture was obtained in three age groups: (see survey results chart N1). From the
results of the research, it is clear that the majority of young people use the Internet every day, while a small
number of young people either rarely use it or do not know what the Internet is at all and not so large, although
a certain part of people aged 36-55 use the Internet. These indicators can be considered positive for the Internet
as a novelty in the media market at the time, although only after 4 years, in 2015, I conducted a random sampling
survey where 30 families were interviewed in three age groups: 18 - 35; 36 - 55 and 56+. The coding questionnaire
consisted of two main questions: 1. On average, how often do you use the Internet? 2. Through which media do
you get information? (See the results of the study shown in diagrams N2 and N3) Research has shown that by
2015, 100% of young people living in 30 households use the Internet every day, as well as 50% of people between
the ages of 36 and 55 use the Internet every day, and the remaining 50% of this age group use the Internet either
once a week or at least once a month. The majority of people aged between 18 and 35 already get information
through the Internet. As aresult of the research, several trends were revealed:

- The influence of mass media on society is great;
- The number of Internet media users is increasing day by day;

- After years of dominance of television on the media market, there has not been a single media outlet as
dominant as the Internet.

- The Internet is already in the leading positions in the media market for Georgian youth aged 18 to 35.

Given that ratings and people's access to a particular medium determine an advertiser's decision as to where to
place an ad, under these circumstances, the Internet will largely take over both advertising and finance in a short
period of time. If Internet media is still not available for the entire population of Georgia, the situation is different
in this regard in the media space of developed countries.
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Pre - election research

500 voters were interviewed in Nadzaladevi district in order to determine the preliminary attitudes of the

population during the 2016 parliamentary elections and the role of the media in creating these attitudes.

82.7% of the surveyed voters use media to get information about the political situation. 15% get information from
other sources, and 2.3% find it difficult to answer. (See N2 research question A1) This means that mass media is
of great importance in Georgia for achieving political goals. The majority of voters, 79.21%, mainly get
information from television, and 35.28% from the Internet, 12.15% from print media, and 8.88% from radio to
get information about the political situation (see N2 research question A2). Television is leading among media
and it is followed by the Internet media, in which interest and access have increased considerably, which
cannot be said for the print media and radio, which were very important for politics in the past, which can be
explained by the fact that the world of visual perception has pushed radio into the relative background for voters,
and articles from the print media can now be seen on the Internet. The majority of voters make their choice
between TV stations Rustavi2 TV - 62.62% and Imedi TV - 58.18% (see N2 research question A3), which means
that both political and media agendas are determined by TV stations influenced by political groups. And the low
trust and rating of the Public Broadcaster is added to all of this - 11.68%.As for the radio,in this case the voters
do not focus on any one radio in particular (see N2 research question A4) and in general 8.88% of political news
listeners from the radio are distributed almost evenly across all radio stations. The same cannot be said about
Internet portals, and here the leadership is not given to any portal by Facebook with 48.13% (see N2 research
question A5). The situation is different for voters with regard to print media, and the most voters read the
newspaper "Kviris Palitra" -16.36% and "Asaval Dasavali" - 8.88% (see N2 research question A6). The right of a
politician or political party to hold a press conference on Public Broadcasting Channel 2 is of great importance
for democratic principles, although only 7.9% of voters watch this TV channelfor political information (see N2
research question A7). Reference groups are of great importance for attitudes towards a politician or political
party, as voters obtain information about whom they vote for from their neighbourhood and their own
workplaces in addition to the media (see N2 research question A8). When asked about the media outlets from
which they heard about the politician or political party they supported in past elections, voters' answers are the
same as in the most recent election and they name the same media outlets (see N2 research questions
A9;A10;B1;B2;B3), This is due to the dominance of specific media outlets on the Georgian media market and
these media outlets are under the influence of political groups, which is confirmed once again (N2 research
question B4) by a fairly large number of voters. 54.4% believe that there is no free media in Georgia (see N2
research question B5), and 31.5% of voters who believe that there is free media, different media outlets are
distributed by percentage, including Rustavi2 and Imedi (see N2 research question B6). The influence of the
media on society is very large (see N2 research question B7), however, the news aboutmurder, rape and family
scandals in the media attracts more public attention than health care reform and legislative changes (see N2
research question B8), Which means that cognitive programs that contribute to the development of society are
unprofitable both commercially and politically, because the funds that exist in the Georgian media flow from
political groups (see N2 research question B9), and political groups need a guaranteed electorate.

A large number of voters, 90.2%, believe that the media is the best way to achieve a political goal (see N2 research
question B10), and the fact that, despite political influences, it should be taken into account that the Georgian
media has enough trust from the public. 53.7% of voters think so (see N2 research question B11). The pre-election
mood is not so negative because 75.7% of voters go to the polls (see N2 research question B12), andof these 65.9%
go to the elections to pay their civic debt (see N2 research question B13), and a very small number of voters,
15.5%, believe that the elections will be democratic. A large number of voters who do not go to the elections,
30.1% state that they do not like any party as the main reason (see N2 research question B14).
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The pre-election mood was as follows, 15% of voters supported the —Kartuli Ocneball (Georgian Dream) party,
7.2% supported the -Natsionaluri Modzraobal (National Movement) party, and 12.9% supported other parties.
This is the percentage of the active electorate, which during the election campaign does not change its decision
either due to the influence of the media or politicians, although it is difficult for me to answer - 24.3% and refusal
to answer 23.4% - (see N2 research question B15) are a neutral electorate, whose decision can be influenced by
the media. A non-party independent candidate is acceptable for a neutral electorate, because the part of society
that is not part of the active electorate no longer trusts parties and party candidates, 13.6% preferan independent
non-party candidate (see N2 research question B16). In order to create political iconography, politicians in
Georgia and their political campaign managers must take into account the opinion of Georgian voters, Which is
revealed in the answers to the questions we asked in the survey, namely: according to 83.6%, the candidate should
be an Orthodox Christian (see question B17 of the N2 research), In pre-election promises, it should be taken into
account that 61.2% of voters expect the candidate to solve social problems, and 54.4% expect employment from
the candidate (see N2 research question R1), the main criterion for positive evaluationof the candidate for 87.6%
is his experience, for 6.3% popularity, while for 5.4% it is appearance (see N2 research question R2). The main
quality that 83.9% of Georgian voters value in a politician is responsibility, while 60% name education as the
main positive quality, and 19.2% believe that a politician needs fluent speech (see N2 research question R3), 39%
of voters - think that the candidate they will vote for should live in their district (see N2 research question R4)
and his age should be between 36 - 60 years according to 59%, and 19% prefer young, between 18 and 35 years
Given the candidate's age (see N2 research question R7), 27% believe that the candidate should be pro-Western,
4% would support pro-Russia, and the highest 44% would choose a pro-neutrality politician (see N2 research
question R8), Also, the personal life of the candidate is very important to 47% (see N2 research question R9)
and 48% believe that he should be married (see N2 research question R10), It should be noted that for 80% of
voters, the politician's past is of great importance (see N2 research question R11), And 81% would vote for a
politician with a clean past (see N2 research question R12). On the question of how the candidate to be supported
should look like? The majority of voters are reluctant to answer, although at least 4% believe that politicians
should have beards, and 1% believe that if a candidate is a woman, she should not wear a short dress (see N2
research question R23). 41% of voters will not vote for a candidate they do not see often in the media (see N2
research question R21), which once again confirms the great importance of the media in creating a political
iconography. We agree that reference groups and media have a great influence on pre-election moods and their
changes. However, in Georgia, the final decision is also greatly influenced by the family mood and the family
member who financially ensures the family's well-being, in the Georgian reality it is the parent, 67% believe that
the young person living in the family has little influence on the final decision (see N2 research question R5), As
the survey showed, there are several reasons for this: 66% of the young people living in the families of the voters
are unemployed (see N2 research question R15), 32% of voters say that the young people living in their families
are studying in higher education institutions (see N2 research question R17), And according to 25%, their tax is
paid by the parent, with a state grant - 6%, and the young person himself - 2% (see N2 research question R18).
All this means that although there may be different values and political views between generations, the majority
of young people make thosedecisions, not their parents.
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Judgement and scientific findings

The social interest of a human toward information has deep practical and philosophical significance that has not
yet been properly shared. Inscriptions engraved on stones, papyrus deeds, etc. represent documentary
information in the full sense of the word. Biblical commandments: -You shall not give false testimony against
your neighbourll. (second faith scripture 5,17) It indicates the way information is used and the reaction to its
falsehood. Three global phases can be distinguished in social evolution: 1. Primitive, or archaic public orders; 2.
High cultures concentrated in the cities; 3. System of society operating on a modern technical-industrial basis At
first glance, these types, in terms of their scale and complexity, are significantly different from each other. Archaic
social systems are small in size. They are either based on a common lifestyle and living space, or based on kinship.
They can express almost all structural findings through concrete interaction between co-attendees. In the case of
archaic social systems, it is conceivable that everyone communicates with everyone. And their border passes
where a specific interaction in direct contact becomes inconvenient.

High cultures appear with the emergence of cities. In the city, it is possible to intensify the interaction, at the
same time, to differentiate it. Horizontally, interaction is divided into functional areas, primarily religion, political
positions, production and trade organized according to the division of labour. Vertically, it experiences
differentiation according to social layers. At the same time, the upper layers remain relatively small in size (for
economic reasons they should remain so). Therefore, in the metropolis, it is still possible for the various functional
areas of society to be coordinated through interaction with each other. Since the 18th and 19th centuries, world-
wide communication possibilities have been established step by step. A network of political influences and
perspectives spanned the globe.

The possibility of transition to high culture is first created by the development of written communication.
Writing has the decisive technical advantage that it frees the communication process from the condition of
presence. That is why writing can cover much greater spatial and temporal distances. It can reach unknown
partners and bypasses a dense web of interactive reciprocity and controls. Thus, a lack of control appears in the
social system of society, which is gradually filled with newly developed communication codes and criteria of
correctness: for example, criteria of logic and science, general principles of religion and law from the moral point
of view, abstract procedures of economic calculation, etc. Based on the forms of communication, cultureis under
the pressure of abstraction. Its results can be found in our libraries and archives. The technique of reproduction
of the so-called mass media began with the most recently developed form of communication, writing, but after
that, the chain of evolution somehow turned back, and with the help of television and radio broadcasting, the
oral word, and then the whole image of non-linguistic communication itself, was incorporated. Reproduction
breaks the boundaries of language itself and, as far as possible, illuminates even the most delicate features of
speech. Thus, information is related to reflection. Where the process of reflection is taking place, informational
processes also take place. For reflection, it doesn't matter whether the information isused to solve a task, but for
information, the opposite is true. In many works devoted to the problem of reflection, it can be seen that
information is closely related to practice. In this sense, information is the "active", "working" part. Although
information is closely related and intersects with reflection, the two terms are not thesame. A reflection includes
information, but does not match it. If reflection can exist independently, information does not exist without
reflection, while information is linked to active reflection. Active reflection is only possible for the completed
informational product. Reflection is an element of information reception. Any important functional system in
today's society has its own system code. For example, the economic system operates with the codes of property
and money, which are based on the difference between having and not having; the system of science - truth - is
guided by the differentiation of non-truth, using binary logic; Art should be able to distinguish the beautiful from
the ugly, politics - the distinction between the strong and the weak. Such codes are further equipped with
secondary symbols assigned to them as attributes: word fields, ideologies: theories in the field of science,
progressive or conservative ideologies in politics, stylistic directionsin art, investment complexes, i.e.
"production” in economics.
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Codes are delivered to modern society through modern technological means. The media reach the public minds
with messages, codes, and symbols, which contribute to the positive universal discourse of various political
ideologies. Ideology is not just the domain of the dominant classes; it contains belief systems, values, symbols,
mythos, goals, motivations, and therefore is found in all social systems. Ideology is the intellectual reservoir of
any person and regardless of their positions, their prestige, it is an expression of power. Symbols that easily reach
the minds of the public and contribute to the creation of both a positive and a negative narrative towards any
ideology are of great importance for the universal hegemony of an ideology. The inner reality of a person is very
different from the outer, material world. Man tries with his internal ability, imagination, not only to access what
is in his head, different from matter, unclear and unattainable, but also to adjust it adequately to the external,
vitally important reality. A support, even a temporary one, that allows us to approach untouched, unknown
territory, as Nietzsche pointed out, is a product of imagination or fantasy, and as such a symbol or metaphor is
presented. And the symbol is always of a dual nature (the original meaning of the word symbol on with the
ancient Greeks — a piece of a stick or a stick broken in two — meant —dualityll). He, i.e. A symbol "seated" in
consciousness usually tries to simultaneously convey two external and internal realities. As for the political myth,
if we look at different ideologies, it can be said that the existence of the political myth is determined by the
bourgeoisie on the one hand and is used as a tool for the oppression of the proletariat, and onthe other hand,
national exceptionalism is thematised. Which perceives other alternative cultural-national worlds as enemies.
One of the earliest mentions of political myth is found in Plato's The State. In book 3, Plato discusses the idea of
the division of Athenian society, which should become the basis of the system of government of the state.
Therefore, it divides the society into rulers (the highest persons of the state) and helpers. The Platonic description
of society is relatively free of nepotism. Mobility between classes in society is based solely on merit. In short, the
best individuals should become rulers, and the others should be distributed among the lower classes without
regard to their hereditary positions. Plato relies here on the myth according towhich individuals differ from each
other in their spiritual and physical conditions. The reason for this is that when Zeus created humans, he used
gold, copper and iron as materials. The best individuals in their spiritual disposition and outlook contain gold,
while those of lesser ability contain copper and iron. Plato's "magic myth" was criticized even in the past. It is
clear that Plato is engaged in political propaganda. Like myth and ideology, believable action is more acceptable
to the persuader if some inexplicable or mystical theme is thematised in themechanism of persuasion. Plato thus
understands that a myth is a story that is consciously created by someone. It is clear to Plato that political systems
require supernatural accounts to judge them. At the same time, religion,which is an attitude towards solid values,
has both positive and negative effects on the senses, this attitude can be either voluntary or not. This means that
a person may be unconsciously obsessed with a factor charged with strong energy, i.e. "value", or he may be aware
of it. A study of primitive peoples shows that men are above all obsessed with the belief in childish omnipotence,
and thus a large number of spiritual formations must be understood, as an attempt to deny the violations of this
omnipotence and thus protect the affective life from theeffects of reality until reality can be better mastered and
used for satisfaction. The principle of avoidance of trouble dominates human behaviour until it is modified by a
better adaptation to the external world. In parallel with the progressive mastery of the human world, his
worldview develops, which increasingly turns from the initial belief in omnipotence and ascends from the
animistic phase through the religious to the scientific. In thisconnection, myth, religion and morality are united
as attempts to create compensation for the satisfaction of a deficient desire. The main characteristic of Mein
Kampf is hatred. If the works of Marx-Engel-Lenin stirred up class hatred, Hitler's work is aimed at stirring
up racial hatred. The world is a jungle, the weak could notsurvive there. Only the strong and ruthless have
the right to exist! Germany must also become strong and ruthless in order to win. For that, racial purity is
necessary. We have to achieve this by any, even the most ruthless, methods, "in the future battles, the race that
will be freed from the ballast will win, will be unforgiving and irreconcilable", - preaches the future Fuhrer.
There are many theories to manage masses of people. For example, the main principle of Antonio Gramsci's
theoretical work is the idea of cultural hegemony. Cultural hegemony is the theory of a new bloodless type of
revolution, by means of which the mechanism of state governance should be destroyed and one socio-political
system should be replaced by another. The main principles of Antonio Gramsci's theory are presented in the
"Prison Diaries", which he wrotein prison.
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He was secretly taken out of prison and taken to Moscow via Spain. For the first time, his works were published
in Italy in 1948-51. (In this sense, we can say that the state = political society + civil society, in other words, the
state represents hegemony, which is covered with the armour of coercion). Hegemony is not a stable state
achieved once and for all, but is a flexible, dynamic and continuous process. Put another way, hegemony is not
just consent, but benevolent consent, in which citizens want what the dominant class or stratum wants.
Therefore, the state is the whole combination of practical and theoretical activity by means of which the ruling
class (or stratum) justifies and maintains its domination, while at the same time trying to achieve the active
consent of the governed. Therefore, hegemony refers to how to rule covertly, through temporal clusters of
different dominant social groups in the continuum of history, through the use of non-violent coercion (through
the use of so-called mass or folk culture) the classes subordinate to the dominant class; So as to manipulate
subordinate groups against their will, but with their consent, in accordance with the interests of the minority of
society. In the context of understanding historical materialism, Gramsci's concept is much more sophisticated
than the violent revolutionary practices of Lenin, Stalin, Trotsky or other Russian social-democratic Bolsheviks.
The molecular theory focuses primarily on non-violent intellectual action. It appears not as a clash of class forces,
but as an invisible, ongoing variation of attitudes and viewpoints in each person, in small doses. Hegemony relies
on the cultural axis of society, which includes in itself a set of views and worldviews: a synthesis of man and the
world, good and evil, beauty and ugliness, traditions and superstitions, symbols and faces, knowledge and
centuries of experience. The stability of this cultural axis determines the stability of the existing order and the
collective will of society. According to Gramsci, "from this derives the 'significance' of the cultural aspect in
practical (collective) action." Any historical act can be carried out by a "collective man" and involves the
achievement of such a "cultural-social" unity, in which many separate desires, which have different goals, are
formed into a single goal on the basis of a single and uniform worldview - whether general or private, Temporary,
emotional, or permanent, when the intellectual basis of this worldview takes root, is assimilated and experienced,
it turns into a passion. What mechanism of the cultural axis must we influence to maintain or destroy hegemony?
"According to Gramsci, it is not at all necessary to influence the opponent's theory. From Gramsci's point of view,
we need to influence the everyday consciousness (the position of common sense), the "small" thoughts of the
average person. The most active way of influence is to repeat the same reasoning often, so that they get used to it
and begin to perceive it not with reason, but with faith. From Gramsci's point of view, it follows that "the masses
cannot grasp philosophy except by faith." Gramsci focuseson religious practices that reinforce religious belief
through the repeated repetition of prayers and liturgies. "Dominion" and "powers" always exist. Humans neither
can nor need to produce them. We just have to do one thing - to choose a "master" to serve and whose service
will protect us from the domination of the "other" that we did not choose. "God" is not created, he is chosen. Our
choices define and characterize "God", but these choices are human will and therefore finite and imperfect (the
idea of perfection cannot express perfection). The definition is a picture-icon, which the unknown fact expressed
by this picture-icon cannot enter into the field where it would be possible to understand it; Otherwise, we could
say that man created God. The "master" we have chosen is not identical to the image-icon we have drawn in time
and space. In the depths of the soul, itstill acts as an unknown quantity. Thatcher said: "All statesmen, no matter
what their political views, no matter which party they belong to and no matter which country they live in, during
their work, try to answer two fundamental questions - how to seize power and, when they do, how keep it. As
practice shows, answering the second question requires much more effort. Also, Ronald Reagan recalled from his
biography: "I remembered the words of James Madison in 1788: "As long as civilization exists, government more
often silently and slowly invades and violates people's freedom, and less often - suddenly and by force usurps
people's freedom." His friend Thomas Jefferson thinks so too. "What violates people's freedom and rights in every
government that exists under this sun?" - He asks us and answers us himself; "Generalization and concentration
of all forces and concerns in one body." When I was governor, I experienced how the bureaucracy was able to
"concentrate all forces and concerns in one body."
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The best way to influence society in the modern world is political advertising, which is one of the crucial elements
of the election campaign. These are traditional television commercials, posters, transparencies, leaflets. Experts
interpret this kind of advertising as a market competition tool, the main tasks of which are: - convey the essence
of the political platform of certain political forces in an accessible emotional, concise, original and easy to
remember form; To organize the electorate to support him, to create a psychological mood, which determines
the direction of the sympathies of feelings and then human action. In the new conditions, the leading role of
computers and telecommunications lies on the surface. The first computer was created byCh. Babbage (1792 -
1871), a professor of mathematics at the University of Cambridge, who built a calculating machine, which was
essentially a mechanical calculator.

In 1936, Harold Lasswell published a book entitled —Politicsll: Who Gets What, When, and How. Since then,
political scientists have loved the title because it succinctly conveys an important truth: politics is about winning
and losing. No political system, even a fully democratic one, can offer everything to everyone at the same time.
Their main research question - namely, "What explains political outcomes?" Or, in their own words,"What
determines the processes of distribution and redistribution?" - Bradley and his colleagues then reviewed the
literature in detail. Based on the information obtained from the literature review, they formulated hypotheses
and assumptions, the validity of which had to be verified empirically. For example, power resource theory asserts
that if a particular group or class can gain control of government for a period of time through elections, it will
receive specific benefits as a result. More precisely, if political parties that represent the working class or certain
unions dominate the parliament or the executive, they will implement the type of economic and employment
policies that are acceptable to the lower social classes. Conversely, if the lower social status classes are poorly or
weakly organized and the parties representing the interests of the higher socialand economic classes are in power,
the government's policies will be more acceptable to business and the wealthy. The working-class parties are
often labelled left-wing and even socialist, one way to test the power- resources theory would be to see if there
is a relationship between the extent and duration of government control by left-wing forces and the outcomes of
redistributive and redistributive policies. The initial answer to this question is the voting decision. Most political
scientists share two generalizations about electoral participation in the United States. First: participation in
elections varies by socioeconomic class. Members of lower social classes participate in elections less often than
wealthier and better educated citizens. In short, thereis a difference between the classes in terms of the level of
electoral activity. The second finding is that since the 1950s, fewer and fewer people have been participating in
elections. The level of this process was more or less constantly reduced until the presidential elections of 2000, in
which almost more than half of the eligible population made a choice. The turnout was even lower in the South
in the last Congressional elections as well. Political scientist Walter Dean Barnham combined these findings into
an argument that became known as "selective class demobilization." Burnham argues that the decline in voter
turnout is particularly evident among the lower and working classes. These are the classes that have relatively
little education and income and are engaged in routine work that does not require high qualifications. Those who
are higher on this social ladder have been participating in elections with more or less similar dynamics since the
1950s. In Burnham's words, "the rate of decline in electoral activity among various categories of the working class
is three times higher thanthe professional and technical categories at the same rates, and twice as high as
compared to the middle class in general. To say in other words, for each representative of the upper class who
does not participate in elections, two or three representatives of the lower classes come for, who do not participate
in the elections. Barnham and others believe that people from lower social classes actually stop voting.
Accordingly, and also, taking into account the results of research on winners and losers in politics, it is expected
that more middle and upper class representatives will receive political rewards. In the tradition of modern
political science, Barnham backs up hisargument with solid empirical data - in particular, he measures voter
turnout levels across social strata (he reliesprimarily on census data and graphical and tabular data to illustrate
his argument). But more importantly, it offers a theory that explains this selective demobilization. He concludes
that political parties in the United States have become particularly weak in the years since World War II, even
though they have never been particularly strong. Many factors have influenced this situation, including the
increasing use of candidate- oriented pre-election campaigns and the selection of party representatives through
direct elections. The weakening of the party organization was especially noticeable in the case of the Democratic
Party. The decline in the importance of parties places a particularly heavy burden on representatives of the
working and lower classes.
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Why? Because these groups, with less education and information about politics and governance, are mostly
dependent on the messages and motivations they receive from political parties. And without such leadership,
these citizens get lost in politics and often fall out of political processes. The repertoire of communication achieves
a certain complexity of its own, by which it is integrated into public sectors. And then there is the possibility of
having a "science program", a "homeland section", a special edition of foreign policy, a regularly repeated sports
program that we can turn on or off. In this way, the set of public topics and interests will be divided into sectors.
Communicative integration of the world community is possible only through mass media, which, moreover,
should convert the high-quality, indefinite contingent relatively directly into programs. For this purpose, the
following selection principles are used: relevance, focus and organizational differentiation at the level of roles
and programs. As for the influence of transmissions on the senses, this can only be achieved with an effective
encoding-decoding system. The encoding and decoding model differs from the transmission model because it
considers: 1. Discursive codes that govern the production of language; But it can also cover different broadcasting
codes through public and private broadcasting and regulatory bodies. 2. Institutional structures that make
broadcasting possible in the case of television.

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Conclusion

Based on our research, we determined how political goals are achieved through mass media in the information
society. Therefore, We have conducted research which, in our opinion, has revealed the following: On the basis
of the analysis of the Georgian media, the media create a special opinion for achieving a political goal,which can
be conventionally called the tyranny of speech, which is used by one person to establish dominance over another
person, or one group over another group. Therefore, the authoritarian determiners of the topic of conversation,
or the coders of the topic of conversation (or information), form the structure of the language of domination. As
a result, we assume that in Georgia we are dealing with a new phenomenon of governmental relations, which
creates a power structure based on the manipulation of information. Based on our research, wehave determined
that people are controlled and influenced by speech and information in the world of visual perception through
the media.

The communicative integration of the world community is possible only through the mass media, which must
directly transform the undefined and unstructured information into high-quality broadcasts. For this, the
following selection principles are used: relevance, attracting attention and organizational differentiation at the
level of roles and skills. Therefore, a special conversational discourse is created, which frames the perception of
events with a certain assessment. Accordingly, completed frameworks for evaluation and conversation are
formed. However, the use of media and programs, respectively, its content (content/gist) to guide the
conversation or to say in another way, it is not effective for the tyranny of speakers, If it is not followed by the
main driving indicator of the society - ideology.

It can be said that certain ideas and ideologies even lead people to the concept of religion and equate ideology
with religion (Eric Fiogellini). Religion is a special state of the human mind, and from a certain point of view, it
can be interpreted as the influence of certain dynamic factors, that is, invisible "forces" - spirits, gods, laws, ideas,
ideals, on human consciousness. We assume that in the space of politics, the values of religious opinions are
replaced by political opinions. In political discourse, these so-called invisible forces are transformed into so- called
"political magic" which create a political iconography transformed by religious ideas. In fact, we have the
replacement of religious rituals with political rituals and an attempt to deify political figures in the human mind.

From our point of view, all kinds of symbols that politicians, PR specialists or simply marketers use to influence
society originate from religious symbolism. For example, Christian symbols can be considered as the origin of all
symbols in social reality, because even the prophets of the Old Testament conveyed information to society
through symbols. It was one of the most persuasive and impressive means of conveying divine revelations to the
people.

Before the media appeared in people's lives, great importance was attached to art and literature to create
political-iconographic icons and symbols. After the birth of the media, the importance of art and literature has
not been lost, but has remained as important and now creates political icons together with the media. But what
distinguishes it from a religious icon is that it is reproduced massively in the media space. This means that the
media, by actualizing the world of visual perception, makes it more effective to influence society. It can be said
that the first stage is the creation of a political icon from an individual, and then the formation of a politician
from this political icon, who will carry out the necessary reforms for the society, no matter how painful it is from
the socio-economic point of view.

Based on the analysis, we found that the creation of an iconographic icon of a politician is almost analogous to
the structure of a religious icon.This is the renewal of the cultural and religious ideas of the society, renovation
in the modern media space. From our point of view, a certain type of cultural-religious experience is transformed
into the iconographic structure of politics, through which the achievement of the political goal is much more
effective.

The relationship between political iconography and religious iconography is particularly significant for
Georgian society. Coincidence of religious and political opinions is considered as an important indicator for
achieving a political goal.
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It should always be in minds the notion of that all this is the will of God. In fact, both politicians and their image
makers transform Christian iconography in the public mind in order to gain hegemony over it.

Based on the research carried out in the thesis, we determined that the media use the structure of religious
iconography to create political icons in order to achieve a political goal. Based on the field studies, in the analysis
of the public sentiments we found that culturally dominant iconographic structures are Orthodox- Christian in
nature. Therefore, Georgian political iconography latently uses the structure of religious iconography as a means
of achieving a political goal. To the extent that the structures of cultural perception of the society take the form
of ready clichés or, in other words, decode the traditional cultural icons, therefore, in order to achieve a political
goal, such clichés/structures should be used, which are in line with the values of the society. (Decoding -
informational decoding, there is no Georgian equivalent of the existing term, it is the propername of the
informational process that we are trying to describe in the thesis.) As a result of decoding, differentinformation
should be decoded and perceived, for example, semiotic component: sign systems (semiotic tools of
communication), i.e. Forms of expression, such as linguistic, visual, acoustic, numerical codes (for example, the
grammar of a particular language, the alphabet, musical sounds...)

The iconography of the hero fighting evil is deeply rooted in the Georgian public consciousness. In Georgia,
this iconography is mainly related to the Christian narrative. It is the most important for Christian narrative the
notion of both martyr and heroism, and the act of martyr creates an iconographic hero in the public mind.
Thinking with an iconographic structure is a sustainable component of Christian religious consciousness. Linking
narrative and iconography to the symbolic senses gives the power of life. Therefore, in Georgian political
iconography, the topic of death is thematic, as an act of self-sacrifice for the motherland, as well as its imitation.
Different eras and civilizations have different attitudes towards death, which is reflected in folklore and literature.
How a hero dies is never accidental, but is the basis of the hero's character. In various literatures of the world,
we find immortal faces of heroes (knights) who achieve perfection and eternal glory by dying in battle. For the
Georgian society, the martyr hero is associated with St. George. This means that the narrative of the hero in
Georgian folklore has a very long history, and any hero and story of heroism is associated with St. George, to the
extent that his heroism became an example and a measure of heroic work, which heroisms existed or will exist
in future. That is why Georgian writing and art is very rich in the image of the hero, which the Georgian society
shares from the early age of formation, which further strengthens the iconographic discourse of the hero.

On the basis of our research, it can be said that in the structure of Georgian political iconography, along with
real Martyrdom we are also dealing with an imitative iconography of the hero, which is essentially used as a
means of achieving a political goal. Generally speaking, the sceptic worship of political icons is temporary and
fleeting, and it is aimed at specific electorates of specific voters. In order for the dominant discourse of political
conversation to be maintained and the resources for creating political icons not to be in the hands of subjects
only, which will cause to their endless governmental hegemony and informational enslavement of society,
therefore, in the modern world, it is necessary to consider the promotion of the existence of free and non- partisan
media in democratic societies.

It should be noted that certain ethnocentric groups often use the iconography of the hero embedded in public
opinion to achieve political success, Therefore, to make the current issue more visible, we assume that when the
current 4-5-year-old children reach the age of the electoral electorate, it will be very difficult to transform the
iconography of the almighty hero in politics by that time. Because ethnocentric platforms and not only
ethnocentric candidates will have to present their characteristic iconographic structure (eg Spiderman or
Spongebob) to the voters, which means that not only will it become more difficult to create the iconography of
an authoritarian omnipotent hero, but it will no longer exist at all. But there are possible political iconographies
of the powerless hero appropriate to the postmodern environment. From our point of view, the lack of finances
of independent media can lead to an alliance with one or another political or business group of publications,
which will not affect the quality of free media in a good way and can become a tool of ideological manipulation
and governmental domination in the hands of political dominant groups.
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In the dissertation, it was determined and revealed that the alliance of certain media outlets with political forces
creates a useful political iconography of the media and political agenda, to bring the images of political figures
into harmony with the public mood through the media. Because of this, the objective nature ofinformation is lost
and certain information becomes a means of achieving a political goal. Information that is coded by political or
interest groups through media coverage, is perceptibly decoded only by active supportersof a particular political
platform. Which means that, mass media cannot change public opinion with media content aimed at an active
electorate, it takes a long time to change existing opinions and to create opinions adapted to the agenda of political
groups. Therefore, the mass media, which are aligned with the agenda of the political groups, only convince
people of what they already think or assume. From our point of view, through a well-developed political
iconography, a deliberate change in the perception of the world of political subjects takes place, which changes
the structure of decision-making by political subjects. In a certain sense, this is a deliberate influence on people's
will, political iconography allows not to accurately describe the event, but to present the events in a changed
form with an approximate iconic image. In turn, this is carried out by strictly constructing the perception of
political processes, which is carried out even without the external control of the media. A strictly created agenda
for the perception of political events creates a certain variety of self- censorship, which is carried out by high-
ranking, low-ranking and middle-ranking media managers. who have already chosen a media agenda in harmony
with the political agenda or are forced to adapt to agenda changes tobring the commercial media into harmony
with political interests; His position in terms of receiving or losing material benefits can be understood, however,
objectivity, freedom of speech, as well as political atheism, are different concepts from the mentioned issue,
specifically from the material-creative benefits obtained from similar agendas.

As for the employee who is used to the above-mentioned issues, in case of non-adaptation, his rights are also
unprotected at this stage. There are not many legal provisions on editorial freedom in Europe, although the
"Article of Conscience" is an exception which is defined by French law and international agreements adopted in
Belgium and Switzerland. - The article of conscience means that in case of significant changes in the employer's
political, philosophical, or religious outlook, the journalist can terminate cooperation with him without prior
notice, and in this case he must receive the same compensation as the employer would have received if he had
terminated the contract.

We discussed and processed an important problem of political philosophy, the structure of formation and

influence of political iconography in relation to political subjects. This problem is still being worked out by
political philosophers, but the structure of thinking with political icons that we have found will significantly help
the future analysis of political thinking. The specific conclusions we have obtained, which were given on the
example of Georgia, may work similarly in other socio-cultural environments.
Observing the transformation of Christian iconography into political iconography, it is established that the
existence of Lenin in the mausoleum means Lenin in the tomb, which is the profanation of the idea of life and
the resurrection of Christ. It can be said that the physical resurrection of Lenin (the ascension of Christ with his
human nature, which was foreseen by the soteriological mission of the Saviour) is impossible, although the
resurrection of Lenin - Leninism as an idea - ideology is possible, Lenin is in the tomb!
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
