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Abstract

The aim of the study is to determine the size of the shadow banking sector in Georgia and the possible
threats arising from it. Thorough research of this sector is necessary to prevent systemic risks in the
financial sector on the one hand, and to maintain the sustainability of the financial system on the other.
Therefore, the main goal of the paper is to explore the shadow market left behind NBG regulations, analyze
challenges, and develop appropriate recommendations for the regulator.

Key Words: Shadow Banking, Georgia, Banking Sector.

Introduction - In recent years, particularly during and after the financial crisis of 2007/2008, shadow
banking importance has grown. Shadow banks are credit intermediation that performs bank-like functions
(fully or partially) and are subject to bank-like risks, such as credit, liquidity, and maturity risks,
transformed outside the regular banking system FSB (2012). Being outside the formal banking system
generally means that they lack of strong safety nets, such as guaranteed deposit insurance or lending
facilities of last resort from central banks, and operate under weak regulatory oversight. However, on the
other side, shadow banks may promote economic growth but usually do so at the expense of financial
stability. This indicates the need to strengthen the regulation and control of this area of financial activity
by official supervisory bodies (FSB, 2021). Especially when innovative financial technologies such as
FinTech are widely penetrating local economies (Charaia et al, 2021) and considered as part of shadow
banking (2021; Lashkhi, 2022), affecting different macroeconomic indicators (Dilanchiev, 2021).

Literature Review - Shadow banking has little in common with the shadow economy, which had its
negative impact on different countries, including Georgia (Kbiladze, Metreveli, 2016). The shadow banking
system can consist of a single entity that mediates between the final suppliers of funds and the final
borrowers, or it can include several entities that form a chain (Adrian, 2014). In the latter case, one or more
units in the chain may be a bank or a bank-owned entity, but these operations are usually carried out by
separate specialized non-bank entities that interact in the wholesale financial market and rely on the
wholesale market for funding (Comotto, 2012). In doing so, shadow banks redistribute risk through credit,
maturity, and liquidity transformations, increasing systemic risks, especially when combined with high
leverage (FSB, 2021).

In contrast to depository institutions, the shadow banking sector heavily utilizes short-term loans to make
investments in long-maturity wholesale money market assets. Because of this practice, the shadow banking
system is often referred to as a "market-based system" (Pozsar at al., 2012). American economists G. Gorton
and A. Metric (2013) believe that the wholesale financing system and related securitization operations were
important factors that ensured the rapid growth of the shadow banking sector in the late 19th century and



early 2000s. During an upcycle, when there is an escalation of debt financing and a price bubble, shadow
banking operations reinforce procyclicality (Bakk-Simon at al., 2013).

Unlike USA and/or some other countries with a diversified financial system, Georgia could be seen as a
relatively low-affected country by shadow banking. This opinion is supported by the majority of Georgian
experts and the regulator. However, the homogeneity of the Georgian financial systems also keeps some
hidden challenges for the stability of the Georgian economy (Gamsakhurdia, 2017).

Methodology - Recently, the discussion about what type of financial institutions and activities should be
attributed to the shadow (parallel) banking system and taken into account when assessing the scope of its
activities has been intensified.
The FSB created a working group with the aim of bringing more clarity to the definition of shadow banking,
defining its role, developing approaches to monitoring the shadow banking system, and methods for
measuring systemic risk. The monitoring framework developed by the FSB for the analysis of the shadow
banking system includes three stages:

- Mapping out the shadow banking system at the macro level.

- Identify relevant aspects of systemic risk and arbitrage opportunities.

- Identify systemic risk and arbitrage opportunities.

Conclusion -While shadow banking size in Georgia seems relatively tiny in comparison to its overall
financial system, specific risks still exist, which in general are related to the structure of the Georgian
financial system, almost totally dominated by banks and also bank-affiliated microfinance organizations.

Impact of Non-interest Income of Commercial Banks on Non-interest Margin,

Exchange rate (Probability of Speculative Scenarios)

Abstract

The purpose of the study: the purpose of the study is to analyze the dynamics of the behavior of the financial
components of the banking system, especially in the conditions of sharp currency fluctuations and the
trend of devaluation of the GEL. The comparative analysis method is used for the analysis and evaluations,
the data is taken from the official statistics of National Bank of Georgia.

Non-interest income of commercial banks plays an important role in the formation of net non-interest
margin, because net non-interest income, due to high non-interest expenses, is usually negative, unlike net
interest income. Based on payroll, bank development and marketing costs, plus depreciation and
amortization costs.

In non-interest income items, net commission income naturally significantly determines the bank's net
non-interest income, but at the same time, very interesting behavior characterizes such items as profit/loss
from conversion operations and revaluation of foreign exchange funds.

We explain that the profit or loss from conversion operations is the net gain from the purchase and sale of
currency, and the revaluation of foreign currency funds depends on the exchange rate. As a rule, the result
of buying and selling currency is positive, due to the positive margin of buying and selling, on the other
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hand, the result of revaluation of currency funds is negative, especially for the devaluation trend of local
currencies, because it is calculated in relation to the pre-reporting period. Historically, on the trend of
devaluation of the GEL against the US dollar, the profit from conversion operations increases, and the
dynamics of its growth depends on the amplitude of the fluctuation.

The purpose of determining the limit of the total open foreign exchange position by the National Bank of
Georgia is to reduce the possible risk in the event of a change in the foreign currency exchange rate as a
result of performing foreign exchange operations, because such a change can negatively affect the profit,
capital, liquidity and solvency of commercial banks. Foreign exchange position is the difference between a
bank's assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currency.

In addition, during the calculation of the bank's overall open foreign exchange position, the largest of the
sum of the long open foreign exchange positions and the sum of the short open foreign exchange positions
in the bank's balance sheet and off-balance sheet statements for all foreign currencies is taken, which
should not exceed 20 percent of the bank's supervisory capital.

The paper examines whether there is currency speculation during foreign exchange operations, that is,
maintaining open positions of net assets (" long' position) or net liabilities (*short' position) in foreign
currency. Speculation means taking on such currency obligations, the future value of which is
undetermined in local currency. It is based on conscious calculations based on the expectation of the future
price of the foreign currency.

Bank speculation is distinguished by high volatility, which contributes to the strengthening of chaos in the
economy.

However, until the economy is out of balance and out of control, speculators go unnoticed. This applies to
Georgian banks, especially large systematic banks, which practically represent a foreign exchange
operations by the size of their assets, despite the restrictions imposed by the National Bank, which are
imposed according to the requirements of the rules for establishing, calculating and protecting the limit of
the general open foreign exchange position of commercial banks, they can speculate in foreign exchange
with high profit interest. Both by opening a long position, that is, by accumulating US dollars, counting on
the depreciation of the GEL in the future, as well as by opening a short currency position, counting on the
strengthening of the GEL in the future, for example, by playing on the sale of currency futures contracts
(forward, option, swap).

In addition, during high fluctuations, the demand for foreign currency based on negative expectations
increases, which increases the trend of devaluation of the GEL and therefore prolongs the correction
period.

The research period is mainly 2014-2015 and 2018-2019, when currency fluctuations were relatively high
and the exchange rate of the GEL against the US dollar was characterized by high volatility. The research
is based on official statistics of the National Bank of Georgia and financial reporting forms of banks.

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Abstract

The study of entrepreneurial incentives of students is a very relevant issue, because it is of utmost importans
for the economic development of the country to form generations of entrepreneurs who will create high-
value technological startups and contribute to the transformation of Georgia into a technological hub,
which we have been calling a priority for years.

In recent years, there has been a tendency for young adults to show entrepreneurial initiatives, although
this is small compared to what can actually change the image of the country.

Funds and angel investors have appeared in the country and are ready to invest in interesting business
projects with global potential.

In this process the role of the universities can be invaluable. The primary obstacle facing the Georgian
education system is still incorporating entrepreneurial skills into formal and vocational education. Scant is
the rundown of colleges that have coordinated this new test into their educational programs. Precarious
and unsystematic ability based professional schooling in the district thus reflects deficient financing drives
that need maintainability (Charaia, Lashkhi, Ogbaidze, 2022).

In the present study, the factors influencing students' entrepreneurial incentives in Georgia are studied,
the interests and opportunities of Georgian university students in the direction of starting a business are
identified, and the best foreign practices for encouraging students' entrepreneurial activity are discussed.
In the paper, a study was conducted, where based on the answers of the interviewed students, the main
facilitating and hindering factors that influence the entrepreneurial incentives of the students were
identified.

The hypothesis of the research is that the entrepreneurial incentives of students of Georgian universities
are low.

Quantitative research has been selected as the research method, for which a questionnaire has been
developed. The questions in the questionnaire are built around the important variables that were identified
as a result of the literature review. The questionnaire is based on a Likert scale where students have to rate
the statements in the questionnaire from 1 to 5. Multiple regression was used to process students' answers
and to study the influence of independent variables on the dependent variable.

In the research model, entrepreneurial incentives of students were defined as dependent variables, and
personal attitude, subjective norm, perceived behavioral control, entrepreneurial intention (Muhammad,
Aliyu, Ahmed, 2015), perceived educational support, perceived structural support (Nabila, Ambad and
Dayang, 2016), proactive personality (Alhaj, Yusof & Edama 2011), relational support (Ghofarany, Satrya,
2021) were defined as independent variables.

The paper also analyzes the environment supporting students' entrepreneurial activities in Georgia,
discusses the possibilities of finding financing, and identifies the main obstacles that students face when
starting a business.

The paper also gives examples of foreign countries, where the important and successful steps taken by the
state on the one hand and business on the other hand to increase student incentives can be seen.

On the basis of the literature discussed in the paper and the conducted research, conclusions are formulated
and recommendations are developed, which will contribute to raising the entrepreneurial incentives of
students.

Introduction: The global financial crisis as a phenomenon in the global financial system, characterized by:
a decrease in quotations on the world's leading stock exchanges, a sharp drop in operations in the capital
markets, instability in exchange rates, a drop in the volume of foreign trade operations and an increase in
the intensity of cross-border movement of speculative capital.

There are five groups of reasons leading to the crisis conditions of the economic system, including the
financial crisis: global changes in scientific and technological development; financial asymmetry; a
mechanism for the forced realization of risks; inadequacy of macroeconomic, in particular, monetary and
budgetary policy; human factor; World financial crisis.

Among these factors, I would like to highlight global changes in scientific and technological development;
Consider historical examples of financial asymmetry and the global financial crisis. The recent history of the
financial sector can be divided into two periods. The first, characterized by strict regulation, interventionism
and stability, covers the years from the 1940s to the 1970s, while the second was an era of liberalization and
increasing instability that lasted from the 1970s to 2007, when the mortgage crisis began, and liberal approaches
also used during the pandemic.
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The stability of the first period contrasts sharply with the significant increase in the number of bankruptcies
and crises in the second period, when the sector was liberalized. The growing instability of recent times stems
from this liberalization, which has been accompanied by a woefully inadequate regulatory framework, as
evidenced by the crises in the US, Japan and Scandinavia.

Financial asymmetry, as the cause of the crisis, consists of (1) the money supply mechanism and (2) the financial
multiplier operating in the modern economy, which causes a disproportionate growth (or decline) of individual
sectors of the economic system. The study of the impact of artificial intelligence on the theory of asymmetric
information indicates that the artificial intelligence used by financial technologies reduces the degree of
information asymmetry, and therefore the market where it is used is more efficient than where it is not.

Research Method: In the process of research, the method of desk research was used, which means analysis
and familiarization with literature, books, articles and works related to the research problem.

A secondary research method that involves the use of already existing research related to the research
question. The method of observation was also used, which means monitoring the reduction of crisis
situations through the use of new financial technologies in the context of the global financial crisis and the
crisis caused by the pandemic.

Results and discussion: Global changes in scientific and technological development are largely driven by modern
financial innovations from Silicon Valley. The financial innovation industry is growing at the fastest pace in a
decade. This relatively new industry has evolved to become a dominant player in the financial services sector.
There is no doubt that in five years the financial services industry will be unrecognizable.

The pandemic has accelerated the transition to digital services and exacerbated global tensions as rival
emerging market countries, as well as contenders for dominance the US and China, have begun to tighten
restrictions on access to the technology and financial sectors and dismantle their supply chains. At the end
of 2020, China made technological self-reliance a priority of the 14th Five-Year Plan.

It should be noted that for the last 5 years, and especially during the Pandemic, investments in fintech
companies have grown significantly, the picture has changed significantly in 2022, which is confirmed by
the example of England, the country-leader in fintechnologies. The first half of 2022 saw a 65% reduction
in the amount of money invested in UK fintech, as the global economy slows.

.Financial innovation improves financial inclusion and expands access to financial services through the use
of technological advances. This reduces the risks and information gaps associated with digital financial
services and improves risk assessment capabilities for underserved households and SMEs.

Developing countries used financial technology to connect SMEs to the financial system during the crisis.
In particular, fintech can effectively open up new sources of finance for vulnerable groups that are
underserved by banks and other traditional financial institutions.

In order to avoid a crisis in order to effectively boost banking activity, the need to use new technologies is
highlighted in the OECD report, which notes that policymakers acted at an “unprecedented speed” towards
supporting enterprises, so March-April 2020 will go down in history as a time for small business. and
medium-sized businesses, the beginning of the implementation of initiatives and these measures can be the
main reason for the decline in bankruptcies.

The need for the use of financial technologies is confirmed by research from the International Monetary
Fund, which confirms that those representatives of the banking sector that were intensively using IT
equipment before the global crisis of 2002-2008 were not significantly affected by this crisis.

They had far fewer NPLs than other banks that did not have this level of technology. However, in a non-
crisis situation, the bank's IT equipment has practically no effect on the indicator of the level of "bad" debts
in its portfolio, but in a crisis, the implemented technological innovations give the bank an unconditional
advantage. These banks lent more during the crisis than other players who ignored new technologies

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Conclusion

All of the above shows that the intensive introduction of new technologies in the service segment of
financial relations is very important for sustainable economic development and the elimination of the crisis
in Georgia. This process makes banking institutions more resilient in a systemic crisis and increases
financial stability.

At the same time, in modern conditions, the transfer of day-to-day banking operations, such as scoring
borrowers, to robots allows you to more accurately determine the risk of non-payment.

In the post-crisis period, fintech companies are growing at the fastest pace and are important competitors
to banks. They compete primarily due to the fact that they are ready to provide cheaper loans and be more
loyal to the "quality" of borrowers, not subject to more stringent banking regulation.

In addition, it is clear that in the current period the process of development of financial innovations in
Georgia cannot proceed at the same pace as in the countries of America and Asia, but it is still important
to find out to what extent Georgian banks are involved. in the process of intensive introduction of financial
technologies.

In Georgia, under the control of the National Bank of Georgia, fintechs are collaborating with some banks
in a test mode and provide new digital banking services and integrate digital payments, microfinance and
robot advisor services into existing bank accounts.

Georgia is still in the early stages of fintech development as the future impact of cloud computing, IoT,
artificial intelligence and blockchain has yet to be assessed. However, the creation of the fintech ecosystem
is proceeding at a significant pace.

Research shows that technology companies are diving deeper into the financial services value chain every
year, as well as creating new market structures in underbanked developing countries, and this process has
become an important basis for overcoming the crisis caused by the pandemic. The activities of such startups
as Payze, Kvalifika, Kernel deserve special attention.

At the same time, it should be emphasized that at the present stage, special importance should be given to
investing in digital infrastructure in order to improve the interaction between the digital and non-digital
economies for the low-income part of the population, which includes self-employed family farms and MSB
representatives in Georgia. All this ensures financial inclusion, that is, full access to the main types of
financial services for the entire population of the country and small and medium-sized businesses

It ranges in
elevation from 600 to 2800 meters above sea level. The valley's total area is approximately 246,000 square
kilometres. Its coordinates are 41°28'-41°35' north latitude and 42°15'-42°35" east latitude. Visitors will
enjoy the Skhalta-Khikhani Valley's natural and recreational resources. We studied the flora and fauna
species found here to determine its diversity. I gathered historical data regarding its material and historical
cultural monuments, natural sights, and subcultural components of the population.

The average annual air temperature is 7.8°C, with a maximum temperature of +35°. The minimum
temperature is -21°. The absolute humidity of the air is 73%. Summer is mostly rainy, but from May to
September, there are more than 60 days of sunshine. Autumn has a lot of rainy days. Winter brings up to
5-6 meters of snow and 10-12 meters in the valleys. There are more than 100 snowy days in a year. Where
you can create both short and long ski tracks at your leisure. The valley is abundant in both fresh and
mineral water, as well as lakes. Lakes can be found in both Shuamta and Sarichair; the "Karagol" lake has a
surface area of 6500 square meters. Mineral waters have a variety of healing properties, one of which is
"Khikhan" water, which contains two types of iron - Fe2+, and Fe3+ - and the total debit of which is 7000
litres per day. Due to a lack of debit, the remaining water is not produced. An early medieval church-
monastery can be found in the valley: Skhalti Cathedral, Verni, Kaloti, Tikanauri, Tkhilvani, and Khikhani
churches.

Special examples of woodcarving include the mosques of Cheri, Verni, Fushrukauli, Khikhadziri, and
Tikhilvani. The well-known southern and western walls of "Vardtsikhe" are also still in place. Khikhani
Castle is one of the valley's beauties, a natural refrigerator in Kochag with temperatures below 0° all year.
Historical and cultural monuments must be restored in their current state. The valley has two museums,
one of which is the Sheriff Khimshiashvili House-Museum in Skhalta, which has 500 exhibits. And in
Tkilvana's Ethnographic Museum, where the visitor is surprised by the various subculture elements of the
valley's population. In addition, the wooden houses and subculture elements in the villages make for an
unforgettable sight. The valley is abundant in fruit trees, cranberry and berry plants, and their taste and
aroma are unparalleled.

The culinary offerings in this valley are plentiful and varied, but I would specifically mention
"Mokhrakuli," "Tavmakarina," "Boregi," and "Khavitsi." "Walnut Khalva" and "Semser" are sweets. The
"honey" of the local alpine vegetation, "Chiri", "Tklapi," "Lecher," and Betmez, are exceptional. While it is
true that every family visitor to this place is "God's gift," the valley lacks hotels and catering facilities, which
I believe the appropriate agencies should address.

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Film Culture in Georgia (Until the 20s of the 20th Century)
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In Georgia, public awareness of cinema has a long history, even at the end of the 19th century. Even at the
end of the 19th century, a new spectacle was already known in Tbilisi, which attracted quite a few
spectators from the beginning. Interest in cinema grew day by day.

Cinemas appeared in Thbilisi, where the audience could come and attend various movie screenings. When
reviewing the film culture of the 19th and 20th centuries, it is clear that we should pay attention to the
fact that these films were created abroad and then distributed in different countries. Although Georgia
during this period was conquered by the Russian Empire and was a part of it, Tbilisi remained an important
city from the cultural point of view. Consequently, the cultural processes taking place in the world were
not alien to Georgians either.

At the beginning of the 20th century, Georgian film professionals started their activities.

Father and son Digmelashvili (Digmelashvili) would start a tour in Georgia with a film camera. Davit
Digmelov was a photographer by profession, Alexander Digmelov started photographing in 1910.

Since 2011, Vasil Amashukeli has been making films in Kutaisi, having gained professional experience in
Baku, where he created his first work in 1908. In 2012, Vasil Amashukeli filmed a full-length documentary
film "Akaki Tsereteli's Journey to Racha-Lechkhumi", it is worth noting that 110 years have passed since
the filming of this most important film, the film depicts the journey of the prominent Georgian writer,
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poet and public figure Akaki Tsereteli in the mountainous regions of Western Georgia - Racha and
Lechkhumi, The film was shown for the first time in the city of Kutaisi in the same year, the success of the
film is indicated by the fact that the screening was held in a full hall for 15 days.

"Akak's Journey to Racha-Lechkhumi" is of landmark importance, by creating this film, Amashukeli took
Georgian documentary cinema to a new height.

Simon Esadze belongs to the first generation of Georgian cinematographers.

He worked as the editor of the military-historical department of the Caucasus Military District and as the
head of the military museum. He provided Germane Gogitidze with important help in the process of
shooting the film "Christine".

Several films were shot by him. The work of Aleksandre Tsutsunava stands out in particular. who worked
on the first Georgian feature film "Kristine". Work on the film began in 1916 and ended in 1918.

Conclusion: Thus, until the 20s of the 20" century film processes were developing in Georgia, the
independence of Georgia from the Russian Empire in 1918-1921 was of great importance for the
development of culture. But unfortunately, our country lost its freedom soon. In 1921, Georgia was forced
back into Russia's orbit, which brought with it the special interest of the Soviet government towards
cinema, the Soviet masters considered cinema (both documentaries and feature films) as a political tool and
a means of effectively spreading their ideology among the people.

The reason for this, among other things, is the fact that pursuant to
Georgian law, much like many other countries, administrative contract is a civil agreement undertaken by
the administrative body for the purposes of implementing public authorities, thus, the issues associated
with such a contract are entrusted to the civil law. Frequently, this causes the depreciation of administrative
contracts, as an instrument and an institute of public law, ignoring the public-law methods of regulating
issues related to it. Therefore, the goal of the foregoing article is to outline problems and the resolutions
thereof, based on Georgian law and the practice of administrative bodies, on such relevant issues on
administrative contracts, as are the participation of third parties in it and their role in amending the
administrative contract.

Since the formation of Georgia as an independent state, Russian propaganda and information war have
been relevant both in Georgia and in international relations.

This issue is still an important research subject for specialists, scientists and experts interested in the topic
of international relations and national security.

The main target of the Russian soft power and information propaganda in Georgia is the promotion of anti-
Western disinformation myths in pre-selected target groups in Georgia.

The study reviews the characteristics of the propaganda of non-governmental organizations and influence
groups in Georgia allegedly connected with the Kremlin and Russian intelligence services, mainly the
messages and their impact on the Georgian society. Also, the steps taken by the Russian disinformation
propaganda spreaders in the country and from the state.

As it is known, after the collapse of the Soviet Union, the influence of the Russian Federation on the post-
Soviet countries weakened relatively, although the so-called Russian "Soft power" is actively working to
reduce as much as possible or completely stop the pursuit of the North Atlantic Alliance of the countries
of "Russia's immediate neighborhood" (which means Georgia, Ukraine and Moldova) of the new political
doctrine of Russia.



The Russian Federation is engaged in a hybrid war to strengthen its political positions in Georgia, which
means that in addition to military resources, the Kremlin is actively using its political, economic, financial,
energy, and informational leverage as a weapon to achieve its geopolitical goals.

Among the aforementioned levers, over the past three decades, the Kremlin and its related special services
have been increasingly effective in using anti-Western propaganda in countries that have moved towards
the North Atlantic Alliance after the collapse of the Soviet Union.

The purpose of the study is to present and classify the strategically developed anti-Western myths spread
by the Russian special services in Georgia, with which they stir up anti-Western sentiments in the country
through specially selected target groups.

In the scientific article, we will touch on the main features of the Kremlin's anti-Western propaganda in
Georgia and the disinformation anti-Western myths spread among the vulnerable groups of society, with
which the Russian soft power tries to stir up anti-Western sentiments in Georgia, namely:

- The myth that - "Georgia will never become a member of NATO, because Russia will not allow it";

- The myth that - "Georgia will never become a member of NATO until it solves the problem of the
occupied territories";

- The myth that - "in exchange for joining NATO, Georgia will have to refuse to return the occupied
territories"

- The myth that - "after joining NATO, NATO military bases will be automatically located on the
territory of Georgia";

- The myth that - "by participating in peacekeeping missions, the Georgian Defense Forces are
fighting someone else's war";

- The myth that - "NATO will not start a war with Russia because of Georgia";

- Myth that - "the best option for Georgia is neutrality";

- The myth that - "NATO is an aggressive and destabilizing organization";

- The myth that - "knocking on NATO's door is not in Georgia's interests, nor are they waiting for
us in NATO";

- The myth that - "the alliance has never resolved a conflict during its existence";

- The myth that - "NATO is not the choice of the Georgian people, it was forced upon itself by foreign
powers";

- The myth that - "Since 1992, there has been no progress in the NATO-Georgia cooperation
process";

In the study, we will deal in detail with the above-mentioned main characteristics and myths of the
Kremlin's anti-Western propaganda in Georgia, the disproving arguments of the disinformation myths that

expose the Russian propaganda machine.

Lustering and circulating the above-mentioned arguments, informing the public is important to eliminate
anti-Western sentiments in the country.

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How painful is the issue when you have a constitution, a labor code, obligations to enforce international
conventions, the Labor Inspection Service, but unfortunately the rights of employees in Georgia are still
violated.

There is also the possibility of overtime work performed by the employee, which is not paid by the
employee. Unfortunately, insufficient attention was paid to the given reality and there were too many gaps.

Therefore, the issue becomes relevant, because modern Georgia does not make any efforts in terms of
cooperation with international organizations, which is based on multilateral relations.

The purpose of this research paper is to discuss the dynamics of the formation of the political strategy of
Georgia with the involvement of international organizations, and in this case the vision and strategy of the
political leader of our country. More importantly, to show which steps were effective and result-oriented
and where mistakes were made. Our goal is to measure the degree of impact of ineffective decisions in
order to avoid similar unsuccessful moves in the future.
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Thus, on the basis of multi-sided research, the authors present a conclusion of how important the
involvement of international organizations is in the formation of the political strategy of Georgia and what
results will the aforementioned cooperation of Georgia lead to in the near future.

In this regard, object of our aesthetic judgement is “Great
noon” metaphor in Gr. Robakidze’s creative work, which we find in sonnet “Great noon”; In the novel
“Snake skin”; Also in the greeting letter dedicated to western writers, on the basis of which, we may denote
that intertextual field of the “Great noon” metaphor permits interpretating it in multiple ways, however,
in all cases, it is understood as a symbol of unity, merging of western and eastern thought, which, in writer’s
opinion, restores the lost harmony.

In Grigol Robakidze’s creativity, “Great noon” metaphor is decoded in three ways and in all three cases,
with its symbolic and essential context, gives us basis to draw a paralel as to Biblical-cosmogonic, so to
social-political contexts contemporary to the writer. Cultural code of this metaphor is symbolically related
to world, as well as to law-governed phenomenon accompanying to human civilisation, which is known
by the name of crisis period.

In the novel “Snake’s skin”, writer represents biblical principle of father-son unity in the symbolism of
“Great noon”; and in the “Great noon” metaphor of greeting letter dedicated to western writers, Gr.
Robakidze implies Georgia’s geopolitically and socially complex situation, great delay, being in half way,
uncertainty, great crisis and expresses Georgian people’s strive towards western civilisation, that by
merging eastern and western thoughts, restoration of world’s violated harmony must be achieved.

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Abstract

For Grigol Robakidze, means of forming unified cultural body of Georgian nation and a nation, in general,
is absolutism and slavery, as necessary historical stage. As far as Grigol Robakidze was aware of Nietzsche’s
philosophy and frequently talked about it, comparativistic analysis is necessary in this direction.

In Grigol Robakidze’s opinion, Georgia has not passed through a historical stage of harsh absolutism and
slavery, which is our cultural tragedy. Likewise, Nietzsche sees slavery, and consequently, aristocratic, caste
formation, as a means of elevating the type of man. For Robakidze, in order to create unified psyche of
nation, harsh mould is needed. Nietzsche also talks about mould, when he says, that origins of the state is
related to terrible tyranny, to violent formation of population in an unified mass, rather than to peaceful
contracts. Grigol robakidze also criticizes anarchical nature and regional particularism of Georgian nation.
In this case, Likewise, Nietzsche goes even further and talks about unification of Europe, condemning
narrow-nationalistic “neurosis”.

In Grigol Robakidze’s opinion, Greek’s case is an exception, however, Nietzsche would not agree on that.
Speaking of absolutism, it seems, we are reminded only of Louis XIV’s France, but Nietzsche establishes his
conception of culture and politics precisely on the example of Greeks. Precisely with Greeks, state is
subordinated to culture, in order to make possible the creation of stronger, more complex type of man.
Greek state guarantees Genius of culture to be free from labor, at the cost of slavery, by way of compulsion
or deceit of masses. This, also, means conducting wars, in order to make slaves out of the defeated. Thus,
before the birth of Genius of culture, military genius should be born.

Robakidze ascribes to Nietzsche extreme individualism, however, for Nietzsche, individualism is not
acceptable, because it is related to socialism and anarchism. Equality is self-deception, because, due to
underlying instinct of will to power, equality, as well as freedom, will be suppressed in any case. For
Nietzsche, the value is not freedom, but power and elevation of the type of man, to which, freedom of
many people may be sacrificed. Egoism, too, is valuable only in that type, which maintains elevation, self-
overcoming of man, and consequently, of humanity. NNietzsche’s hierarchical pluralism implies different
tasks for different types of man. In Nietzsche’s opinion, people need to have to fight for their freedom.
Liberal institutions, who are guarantors of freedom, themselves are damaging the freedom.

However, Nietzschean slavery should not be confused with capitalist exploitation. Higher caste do not
strive for richness.

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characteristic to strong type, will bring exhaustion and destruction. Thus, as it is denoted by Robakidze as
well, absolutism is a necessary stage, phase of history.

Although Ghazali said that there was nothing
valuable in his bag, the robbers did not listen to him and took his bag.

In this study, it is discussed how this event experienced by Ghazali affected his life and understanding of
science.

Relevance of the work: Standards, protocols, and algorithms are suitable for practising professionals to
reduce the risk of errors and legal liability.

The association agreement is essential for Georgia's
political rapprochement with the EU, future integration into the EU, and the country's strategic
development. The condition of the agreement is many-sided; besides deepening relations in the direction
of political and free trade, it also foresees sectoral cooperation, including improving public health safety
and protecting human health as an essential element for sustainable development and economic growth.
The obligations assumed by the association agreement are complex; they contain various directions,
including strengthening health care reforms, provision of quality medical services, development of human
resources, improvement of health governance and health financing. The compliance of the healthcare
system with European standards is a significant challenge for our country. The fulfilment of the obligations
will contribute to the development of the healthcare sector, which is a necessary condition for the strategic
development of the country, as well as the development of medicine and the improvement of public health.
After the ratification of the association agreement (18.08.2014), the first effective steps taken by the state
of Georgia in the direction of the development of the health care system are related to the state concept of
the health care system for the years 2014-2020 and the measures implemented based on that; the fulfilment
of the conditions is ongoing, and Currently, it continues within the framework of the National Health
Strategy for 2022-2030. The purpose of the paper is to study and analyze the actions taken by the state of
Georgia within the framework of the obligations assumed by the association agreement. The paper discusses
the essential requirements of the Association Agreement, the legislative changes implemented within the
framework of the obligations, the legal and normative acts reflecting the healthcare system reforms, the
works of various authors etc. The main task of the paper is to study the results of the fulfilment of
obligations under the association agreement, reach conclusions and develop recommendations. Analysis,
synthesis, systematic, comparative-legal and other research methods are used in the research process.
According to the results, it is determined that the process of fulfilling the obligations assumed by the
association agreement in the direction of improving public health and developing the healthcare system is
ongoing. A multifaceted event was held, amendments were made to the healthcare legislation, license-
permit conditions were improved in various areas of medical activity, the system of electronic healthcare
and electronic prescriptions was launched, reforms were also carried out in the direction of healthcare
financing, the implementation of other important measures is on the agenda. However, the effectiveness
of the actions taken due to systemic deficiencies is not visible yet.

In May 2005, Georgia joined the Bologna Process. Includng of the country's Higher Education institutions
into the Magna Charta Universitatum and the International Recognition of the Georgian Higher Education
Diploma sharply increased interest in education in our country, and Medical Educational institutions
became the leaders of this activity.

The English-language program of medicine of Grigol Robakidze University is just three-years-old, but this
short period was quite enough to reveal all the main features of working with foreign students.
Unfortunately, implementation of the program soon coincided with the Corona epidemic and the academic
process was somewhat critical, but all its peculiarities and social challenges were clearly revealed.

The majority of foreign students come to our university through mobility, which brings with it a number
of challenges.

research of existing expectations and reality in this regard, determination of students' academic
needs, methodological problems of learning issues and skills development and ways to change
them, etc.);

e Research on the impact of the socio-cultural environment (challenges related to social adaptation,
analysis of possible problems of encountering a foreign culture and ways to solve them, adaptation
to a foreign environment, etc.);

e assessment of hostile factors of the environment (issues of homophobia, attitude towards foreign
traditions / adaptation, etc.);

e Socio-cultural integration in university life (study of attitudes and connections between Georgian
and foreign students, research and implementation of opportunities for joint events, challenges of
internationalization, etc.).
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We think that these studies, taking into account the growing number of foreign students, will be extremely
important for the further internationalization of university life at the international level, and its results
will undoubtedly contribute to the further optimization of the educational process and leading student life
at a high level.

OSCE, one of the most progressive and effective methods of assessment of clinical skills and thinking, is
thoroughly established in the practice of GRUNI School of Medicine. It has been ncluded in the dentistry
program since 2017, and this method of assessment of sin will be included in the syllabi of the clinical
disciplines of the English-language program of medicine immediately after the accreditation of the program.
OSCE, as a relatively new method of assessment of clinical skills, undergoes gradual development and is
constantly improved. Therefore, the methodology implemented in the practice of our university does not stand
in one place and we can distinguish several stages in its application.

The first stage - the rules and approaches formed directly in the process of creating an English-language
program of dentistry or medicine, which were based on the existing achievements of the field and international
experience. The results were positively evaluated by the accreditation commission and became the basis for
the successful start of the program.

The second stage - in accordance with the challenges or needs identified in the teaching-learning process and
on the basis of the recommendations obtained as a result of the monitoring carried out by the competent
bodies, some corrections were made in the OSCE system - changes were made in the evaluation part of a
number of syllabuses, a summary OSCE stage was added to the program.

Diseases caused by pathogenic infections are one of the biggest problems for Environmental Biomedicine
and as methods involved in diagnostics are getting faster and more efficient, methods of their therapy are
still need to be stronger.

The interdisciplinary collaboration (Biomedicine and Biophysics, Physical Research, Information
Technologies and Systems) is an engine of strengthen the abilities of researchers in development of new
biophysical and biomedical methods and tools. Those works which are based on novel achievements in
optical spectrometry, laser and molecular physics as well as information technologies and systems are
critically important for study of common properties of nano-scale, pathogenic virus-like particles, and
elaboration of basic concepts and new method for estimation unique vibration/oscillation properties,
determine the unique “fingerprints” of pathogenic organisms, especially viruses.

The present paper discusses modern nano biospectroscopic methods and tools for virus studies, which also
include the latest advances in theoretical and computer modeling. Such a complex approach provides a
better understanding of the ways of diagnosing the relevant infectious disease and their mechanisms, as
well as the development of new directions of clinical research for the introduction of new therapeutic
methods and effective management of diseases.

Medicine is one of the fastest developing fields in Science, and thus requires life-long continuous
professional development by medical professionals. In the new socio- economic climate, the real value lies
in the staff who are employed within the healthcare sector and who develop professional competencies
along with new technologies and modern market requirements. It is therefore simply not enough to just
have the skills and professional knowledge acquired during university studies. Due to the rapid growth of
modern medicine and, accordingly, in order to conduct medical activities at an appropriate level, it is
necessary to improve one’s professional level, to constantly self-develop throughout life and to participate
in continuous medical education programs.

Continuously improving one’s abilities, skills and knowledgebase contributes to the betterment of the
quality of medical services, and is thus considered a continuous process. Moreover, the purpose thereof is
to ensure that the application of theory and practical skills by the practitioner is in line with the
advancements and technologies of modern medicine.

However, there are no regulations in Georgia that determine how to verify the education level and/or
qualifications of medical personnel.

Taking into account the severity of the above-mentioned problem, a survey was conducted of the staff
working in hospital facilities using a special questionnaire in which 240 doctors and nurses participated.
The majority of the doctors interviewed believes that the continuous professional education system should
not be dependent on the good will of the doctor and that the state should intervene in the system and
ensure the enforcement thereof.

The majority of the doctors interviewed further believe that state certificates should be temporary if
continuous professional education is not mandatory, which I believe will have a positive effect on the
current situation.

This report will present the results of the research that was conducted, as well as the conclusions and
proposals thereof, which will lead to a fundamental transformation of the current situation.
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Abstract

Cardiovascular diseases caused by atherosclerosis are the major cause of death in the adult population. Both
women and men have high rates of cardiovascular morbidity and mortality, although differences in sex-

related mortality and morbidity rates are observed in different age groups of the population.

Ischemic heart disease (IHD), and heart failure (HF) due to coronary atherosclerosis, are particularly
common in the list of non-communicable diseases affecting the adult population. The main goal of public
health strategies and efforts is to prevent atherosclerotic events and complications of systemic hypertension

(a major risk factor of atherosclerosis) along with the impact on lipid and other metabolic changes.

The development and course of atherosclerotic processes present with lipid and other metabolic changes
and are characterized by a long latent period, the clinical manifestation is often an acute vascular
catastrophe, which can lead to human disability and death. Sex-related differences are observed in the
clinical course and manifestations, which raises the suspicion that sex has an influence on processes related

to atherosclerotic.

The clinical manifestation of atherosclerotic vascular disease — myocardial infarction and cerebrovascular
event (mainly ischemic stroke) is almost similar in both sexes, but in different age groups, there are certain

sex-related differences in the clinical presentations, pathophysiology, and prognosis.

Pregnancy is a stress for a woman's body, which causes significant activation of metabolic processes. A clear
association between gestational hypertension and later vascular events has been demonstrated, thus the

response to pregnancy is considered to be a factor of marked predictive value.

The review evaluates the influence of sex and age on the development of atherosclerotic processes, disease
progression, and clinical manifestations. The metabolic basis of the development of atherosclerosis appears
to be related to sex hormones. Sex-related differences in the development of the atherosclerotic process
confirm the view of the influence of sex-specific factors on later vascular events and raise the need to plan

appropriate preventive measures.
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Abstract - Somatoform disorders in children and adolescents are vastly expanded problem in
neuropsychological field. They vary in nature and frequency. They should be classified as medically
unexplained symptoms, and has psychological causes. The study showed the individuals that are mentally
unstable often develop somatoform disorders. Disease development such as somatic disorders may cause
psychological stressors. Contemporary, hectic lifestyle, rapid technological development, internet
dependence, social interactions, general tense environment, family conflicts, cultural and economic factors
are major stressors causing somatoform disorders in children and adolescents.

Aim of the study: The study aimed to asses somatoform and other neurological disorders in children and
adolescents, in order to recognize the medically unexplained symptoms and find adequate treatment

approach.

Material and Methods: The study investigated 200 patients aged from 2 to 18 with following symptoms:
coercive disorders-39, tics-35, phobias-24, speech impairment -34, night enuresis -20, daily encopresis-11,
confused day and night regime-36, non-epileptic seizures-23, internet gambling-3-5 hours a day -20, more
than 5 hours a day with patients respectively. The control group presented with 30 healthy children and
adolescents aged from 2-18 years. The patients were examined in Givi Zhvania Academic clinic of Pediatry
at the department of neurology and psychology Tbilisi State Medical University and as well at the
neuropsychology Institute. Neurologists and psychologists examined all patients participating in a study.
In certain cases pediatricians, oculists, cardiologists, endocrinologists, psychiatrists, and genetics also

examined these patients.

Conclusions: Somatoform disorders in children and adolescents are psychological problems. In the
development of these disorders plays role multiple factors: genetics, epigenetics, and pathology during

perinatal period, children’s constitutional individuality and social environment.

Children and adolescents express differences in somatoform disorders. The way of expressing somatoform
disorders depends on patient’s age, sex, and their individual pshycho- emotional sphere. The findings
showed with the age declines phobias, night enuresis, and daily encopresis. The gender differences in
somatoform disorders are dissociative coercive disorders, speech impairment, and non-epileptic seizures.
The first two are common for boys, whereas non-epileptic seizures are common for girls. Pathological
Internet gambling caused disturbance of day and night regime for both girls and boys similarly, which are
high risk factors for developing neurosis.

The aim of the study is to
study the hormetic effects of radon therapy on epileptic seizures in Krushinsky-Molodkina line (KM)
rats.

Method: Radon inhalation procedure: We placed 10 experimental and 10 control rats (Krushinsky-
Molodkinas. KM Rat) in Tskaltubo mineral water spa sauna (experimental group). The temperature
of mineral water was 360 C, humidity 90%. None of the rats in either group took a bath, they were
only in two different saunas and lived under the same conditions. Inhalation was carried out through
the nose for 10 minutes, once a day for 10 days. After each inhalation procedure, the rats were placed
in a vivarium and provided with food and water.

Conclusion: according to our study, the use of radon inhalation in experimental animals, genetically
determined rats with epileptic seizures, changed all parameters of the picture of the development of
epileptic seizures, namely, the latent period, the duration of the first and second wild run after the
audiogenic signal. Radon contributed to some regulation of the changes caused by epileptic seizures.
In the group of rats treated with radon inhalation, there is a decrease in glutamate and aspartate,
accompanied by an increase in GABA and glycine, which contributes inhaling water from the water
tube, a hormesis effect develops, which regulates the activation of antioxidants in the oxidation
processes in the brain. This is manifested not only by the reduction of existing epileptic seizures,
activation of the hypothalamus, Na/K-ATP-ase and specific glutaminergic neurons, but also by the
activation of the entire adaptive-compensation system. Similar scientific studies of Tskaltubo water
will further expand medical tourism in Georgia and Tskaltubo in particular and attract people from
different countries, Tskaltubo water is unique with its micro and macro elements and radon - 37 Bq
or 1 nk This allows us to use Tskaltubo water in scientific research.

Based on the
quantitative data collection, it was planned to perform mathematical operations (correlation, linear
regression). In the research, we use scientific papers, textbooks, Georgian and foreign language articles, and
official indicators of the National Bank of Georgia, the Ministry of Finance of Georgia and the National
Statistics Office of Georgia.

The work aims to study the monetary policy’s dependence on the exchange rate and inflation in typical
and atypical crises. To achieve this goal, we will determine the impact of the monetary policy rate on
economic parameters during the crises caused by the 2008 Russia-Georgia war, the 2020 COVID pandemic
and the 2022 Russia-Ukraine war. As a result of the regression analysis, we will determine the new
dependence of the national currency exchange rate and inflation in the case of scenarios of changes in the
monetary policy rate.

Recommendations have been developed in revising the
inflation targeting regime and monetary policy rate to ensure the maximum stability of the Georgian
economy and to neutralize the consequences caused by the peculiarity and uncertainty of the recent crisis.
